Athletic Training Coverage  

  

 The home site will be responsible for provid ing athletic training coverage for 

teams not traveling with an athletic trainer.  The head trainer or assistant (non -

student) will be available for all home contests.  In the event that there are multiple 

contests at the home site and only one athletic tra iner is available, the designated 

trainer will attend the contest with the greatest risk.  

 Teams not traveling with an athletic trainer should contact schools in advance, if 

there are specific training needs or pre - game taping.  

 All teams will be expected to provide their own supplies.  The home site will be 

responsible for ice, water and cups or water bottles.  

 The training room will open a minimum of 1 - 1/2 hours prior to the scheduled 

contest.  

 

Gender Equity  

 

 The Conference asserts the value of equitable  participation and treatment of men 

and women in intercollegiate athletics through its structure, programs, legislation and 

policies.  It is the responsibility of the conference to act affirmatively to assure 

equity in the quantity and quality of participa tion in athletics.  

 At an institutional level, gender equity in intercollegiate athletics describes an 

environment in which fair and equitable distribution of overall athletics opportunities, 

benefits and resources are available to women and men and in whi ch student - athletes, 

coaches and athletics administrators are not subject to gender - based discrimination.  

 An athletics program can be considered gender equitable when the participants in 

both the men's and women's sports programs would accept as fair and equitable the overall 

program of the other gender.  No individual should be discriminated against on the basis 

of gender, institutionally or nationally, in intercollegiate athletics.  

 

Smokeless Tobacco Statement  

 

 The use of smokeless tobacco and other tob acco products poses an extremely serious 

health risk.  Aggressive oral, throat, pharynx, lung and esophageal cancer, along with 

accelerated heart rate and destructive periodontal and lung disease have all been 

associated with this habit's rapid addiction.  Research indicates the major reason youth 

start to indulge in this habit is largely due to the influence of a role model.  

 Through a concerted effort on the part of student - athletes, administrators, coaches 

and athletic trainers, the use of tobacco produc ts (including cigarettes, smokeless 

tobacco, any leaf or powdered products designed to look like or replace smokeless tobacco 

whether containing nicotine or not) by student - athletes, and Athletic personnel at 

practices, meetings, during team travel, games and conference championships shall be 

prohibited.  This includes All  SUNY Athletic facilities or designated sites.  

 As a Conference, this clearly defines our collective attitudes as SUNY institutions 

regarding the use/abuse of smokeless tobacco and tobacco  products.  The responsibility 

for healthy life styles and positive role models our athletes are expected to put forth 

are major concerns.  

 Recommended sanctions for the use of smokeless tobacco by student - athletes:  

The recommended enforcement of smokeless  tobacco and other tobacco products shall be 

enforced by each institution's Athletic Director:  

 1st violation:  written warning by the Athletic Director  

 2nd violation:  suspension of next  regularly scheduled game  

 3rd violation:  termination from the te am 

 If a student - athlete is identified to be in violation by an opposing SUNY 

institution, the procedure is to notify the coach and to send in writing to the Athletic

STATE UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK ATHLETIC CONFERENCE 
CONSTITUTION 

 
 

Article I -  Name 
 

The name of this organization shall be the State University of New York 

Athletic Conference (SUNYAC).  

 

Article II -  Purpose  

 

The purpose of SUNYAC shall be to develop, facilitate and regulate the 

orga nization and administration of a program of varsity intercollegiate 

sports for men and women among member institutions.  

 

Article III -  Membership  

 

Section 1.  Eligibility  

 

A.  Institutions must hold or be applying for membership in Division III 

of the NCAA.  

B.  Members must be a four - year baccalaureate degree granting institution 

within the State University of New York.  
 

Section 2.  Admission  

 

  A.  A request for membership is made by the institutional President 

or his authorized agent of the petitioning insti tution.  

B.  An institution, having met Conference eligibility requirements, may be 

elected to membership by a two - thirds vote of the Governing Body.  

C.  For NCAA recognized institutions joining the conference, the 

institution will pay an initiation fee, equal to t he annual dues as 

well as the annual dues at the time of admission into the Conference.  

D.  For NCAA provisional institutions joining the conference, the 

institution must meet all financial obligations when placed in full 

conference schedules; which includes t he initiation fee and annual 

dues.  
 

Section 3.  Conditions for Participation  

 

A.  A Conference member must participate in those sports which are 

designated as Conference sports if that sport is conducted at the Division 

III varsity level at a member institu tion.  In those sports in which a 

tournament or regular season champion receives the Conference's automatic 

qualification to the NCAA Division III championships, all entrants in that 

tournament must be eligible to accept the designation of automatic 

qualif ier to Division III Championships.  Members of a team that plays in a 

division other than Division III will still be eligible for Conference 

recognition, such as divisional recognition and All - Conference selections 

based on regular season play so long as 5 0% of the members within the 

division are played.  

B.  A member must comply with policies and procedures as established by 

the Conference.  
 



Section 4.  Fiscal Year/Dues  

 

A.  The fiscal year is from July 1st to June 30th.  

B.  Dues shall be established at the An nual Fall Meeting for succeeding 

year.  

C.  All dues and entry fees must be paid by November 15th each yea  
 

 

 

Section 5.  Resignation, Suspension, and Reinstatement  

 

A.  Member institutions that are leaving the conference must give written 

notice by the colle ge  president to the commissionerôs office no 

later than June 30
th

, two academic years prior to departure.  (EG: if 

notifying by June 30, 2008, the member may leave the conference no 

earlier than July 1, 2010.)  Member institutions leaving before the 

two y ear notice period will incur a financial penalty of $10,000 per 

year.  

 

B.  An institution, which violates the Constitution and/or Bylaws, may be 

suspended by a two - thirds vote of the total Governing Body after an 

opportunity for hearings, before the members hip, has been provided. 

Suspension would be effective at the end of the current academic year.  
 

C.  A member who has resigned, or is suspended, and subsequently wishes to 

reenter the Conference cannot be considered to be in full standing until 

two years aft er June 30th of the resigning or suspension year.  
 

D.  If a member institution is reinstated to the Conference, they would 

not be eligible for any Conference Championship until one year has elapsed 

from the reinstatement date.  Dues for the years that have elapsed since 

leaving the Conference will also be assessed upon reinstatement up to a 

maximum of two years.  
 

Article IV ï Governance Structure  

 

The conference member institution's chief executive officers have ultimate 

responsibility and final authority fo r the conduct of the intercollegiate 

athletics program and the actions of the governing body.  The presidents have 

selected a committee of presidents to act as the liaison between the governing 

body and all the institutional presidents.  

 

Section 1.  Govern ing Body  

 

A.  Composition  

1.  The Governing Body is made up of the individuals holding the 

institutional vote, as appointed by each institution's Chief Executive 

Officer.  

 The Governing Body is made up of the institutional Athletic Director, 

designed Senior Woman Administrator and any additional member of the 

athletic department appointed by the Director of Athletics.  If the 

Athletic Director also serves as the Senior Womanôs Administrator the 

institution may appoint two athletic department staff members to represent 

their institution.  

 



B.  Selection  

1.  Representatives are designated by each member's Chief Executive 

Officer.  

2.  Representatives should be Athletic Administrators or person(s) closely 

affiliated with the intercollegiate athletic program.  

 

C.  Dutie s 

1.  Act on recommendations from the Executive Committee, membership and 

temporary and standing committees.  

2.  Initiate and/or approve matters pertaining to Sport Committees and the 

overall competitive structure.  

3.  Serve as Sport Committee liaisons when a ppointed.  

4.  Report decisions and the appropriate rationale to committees under 

their direction.  

5.  Approve standing committee appointments.  

6.  Elect at the Spring Meeting from its membership by institutional vote 

a parliamentarian to serve for one year co mmencing at the conclusion of 

that meeting and through the conclusion of the following Spring Meeting.  

 

Each institution, in addition to its member holding the 

institutional vote, must appoint a senior woman administrator and 

may appoint a male administrat or to represent the institution at 

Conference meetings.   All three representatives will have speaking 

rights at conference meetings.  
 

Article V.  Conference Leadership  

Section 1.  Executive Committee  
 

A. Composition  

1.  The Executive Committee shall consis t of the President, the 

President - Elect, the Past President, the Conference Senior Woman 

Administrator, a member of the governing body elected At Large, 

and the Commissioner of the Conference as an ex - officio member.  

 2.  No institution shall have more than  one member on the Executive 

Committee.  

B. Duties  

     1. Receive and prepare legislative proposals for transmission to the  

  Governing Body.  

     2. Set up interim policies, as needed, between Conference meetings.  

     3. Exercise emergency powers, as ma y be delegated by the 

Constitution and Bylaws.  

4.  Receive applications for membership and, after reviewing the 

qualifications of the applicant, make appropriate recommendation 

to the Governing Body       

5.  Serve as the Appeals committee                                                                                                                                                             

 

Section 2.   Officers  

 

1.  The officers shall be President, President - Elect, Conference SWA, one 

member At Large, and the Co mmissioner.  

 

2.  Duties  

a.  The President shall:  



1.  Call and preside at all meetings of the Executive Committee and Governing 

Body.  

2.  Represent the Conference at all meetings necessary to the SUNYAC 

function.  

3.  Make standing committee replacements with the  approval of the Executive 

Committee.  

4.  Make ad hoc committee appointments, with the approval of the Executive 

Committee.  

b.  The President - Elect shall:  
1.  Preside at meetings in the absence of the President.  

2.  Work with the President in all aspects of th e job.  

3.  Represent the Conference at meetings the President cannot attend.  

   

c.  The Past President shall:  
1.  Serve as a member of the Executive Committee.  

2.  Serve as Chair of the Constitution Committee.  

3.  Evaluate Conference publicity on an on - going ba sis.  

 

d.  The Conference Senior Woman Administrator shall:  

1. Represent the needs of womenôs programs and female student- athletes in  

   all Conference decisions.  

2.  Be elected by a vote of the institutionôs senior woman 
administrators at the May meeting.  

3.  Make ad  hoc committee appointments with the approval of the 

Executive Committee.  

4.  Serve as a member of the Executive Committee.  

5.  Serve as a member of the Nominating Committee.  

6. Serve as a member of the Finance Committee.  

e.  The member At Large shall:  

1. Be elected b y the membership body.  

2. Serve as a member of the Executive Committee.  

 

f.  The Commissioner shall:  
1.  Be the administrative officer of the Conference, reporting directly to 

the President and the Membership Body.  Administer the day - to - day routine of Conf erence matters.  

2.  Serve as treasurer and receive and hold all Conference funds and, upon 

proper authorization from the President and the Membership Body, pay all expenses of the 

Conference.  He shall prepare and submit an annual budget to the Membership B ody and account for 

all expenditures.  

3.  Issue calls for annual and special meetings of the Conference, prepare 

agendas for such meetings, prepare and distribute minutes of all meetings and arrange sites with 

the approval of the Membership Body.

14.Assign officials for all tournament Championships.  



15.Act as the official spokesperson for SUNYAC.  

16.Represent and vote for the conference at NCAA meetings.

Article I -  Committees  
 

Committees, both st anding and ad hoc, may be included in the Conference 

organization.  

 

Section 1.  Standing Committees  

 

 All representatives of the member institutions can be elected to serve 

on committees. Committee members will be elected on a staggered rotation, 

ensuring committee continuity.  Each committee member will serve a 3 year 

term except where noted. The longest serving elected committee member 

shall assume the duties of the chair.  No  institution shall have more than 

one member serve on the same committee. The co mmissioner will  serve as the 

ex - officio member of all standing committees.    
 

A.  Awards Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall be composed of the Commissioner and two members 

of the governing body.  

2.  Duties  

a.  To continuously evaluate existing awards procedures and to make 

recommendations for changes when deemed necessary.  

b.  To review and recommend the source of procurement for all Conference 

awards.  

 

B.  Championship Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall be composed of four members o f the governing 

body.   

2.  Duties  

a.  Recommend dates for championships.  
b. Evaluate and recommend policies for all championships  

 

C.  Constitution Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall include the Past President and two members of the 

governing b ody.  

2.  Duties  
a.  The Committee shall yearly examine the Constitution, Bylaws and 

Administrative Operating Codes and recommend to the Governing Body changes 

in its content.  

 

D.  Eligibility Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall be composed of three  members of the governing 

body (Executive Committee members are not eligible).  

2.  Duties  

a.  To interpret, upon written request, the rules and regulations of 

SUNYAC pertaining to the eligibility of individual student athletes of 

member institutions.  

b.  To inve stigate charges of SUNYAC and/or NCAA individual 

eligibility violations, determine the substance of such 



charges, and make appropriate rulings within the jurisdictional 

limits of SUNYAC and NCAA regulations.  

c.  To review and determine eligibility in regard to  student -

athlete hardship  

   waivers.  

 

E.  Finance Committee  

1.  Composition  

a. This Committee shall be composed of  3 members of the governing body  and 

the Conference SWA . The terms will be for three years.  

 

 

       2. Duties  

a.  To recommend to Conference m embers a yearly budget.  

b.  To make recommendations to the Conference on all financial and 

budgeting procedures.  

 

F.  Infractions Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall be composed of five members of the governing body 

(Executive Committee members are not eligible).  

2.  Duties  

a.  To investigate and make findings regarding institutional violations of 

regulations established by the SUNYAC, ECAC and NCAA.  

b.  Submit a final written report to the President of the Conference and 

the Commissioner.  

3.  Proce dures  

a.  Notification of alleged infractions shall be submitted to the 

Conference Commissioner and Committee Chair.  

b.  Official communications must be in writing or confirmed by mail, 

certified, return receipt requested.  

c.  The named institution, upon noti fication, shall submit a response with 

appropriate supportive information.  

d.  A member of the institutional staff (Athletic Director or his 

designee) may be present during the committee's infraction review to 

include conference - telephone call or in - person committee meetings.  

e.  The Committee shall work through the office of the institutional 

President.  

f. The Committee shall consult with the NCAA Bylaws as needed.  

g.  If upon completion of their deliberations the Committee has identified 

violations, they sha ll impose appropriate sanctions.  

4.  Appeals  

a.  Appeals shall be directed to the Executive Committee.  

b.  In order for an appeal to be accepted, it must be filed no later than 

twenty - one days from the "date of delivery" of the letter regarding the 

penalty an d be accompanied by a $100 non - refundable administrative fee.  

c.  If one or more Executive Committee members are an involved party, the 

President shall appoint a Past President to fill each vacancy.  

d.  Decisions of the Executive Committee shall be final.  

 

  G. Marketing Committee  
  1. Composition  

    a.    This committee shall be composed of three members of the governing body.  



 

       2.  Duties  

          a.  To develop opportunities for the conference to produce revenue.  

     b.  To assist in publicizing t he conference successes.  

 

H. Nominating Committee  

1.  Composition  

a.  This Committee shall be composed of three members of the governing 

body, and the Conference Senior Woman Administrator  

2.  Duties  

a.  The Committee as elected shall convene at a date suffic iently in 

advance of the Spring Meeting to consider nominations for all vacancies 

anticipated under the SUNYAC Constitution.  

b.  To consider fully all potential candidates and to determine their 

availability for service in the SUNYAC.  

c.  Present a slate of nominations at the Spring Conference Meeting for 

consideration and final action.  

d.  All nominees for offices must have indicated to the Nominating 

Committee their willingness to serve.  

 

 
I.  Scheduling Committee  

 1.Composition  

a.  This committee shall includ e four  of the Governing Body , with equal   

   geographic representation.  

 

 2.Duties  

a.  The duties of the committee shall be to review and develop conference 

playing schedules for all sports and forward the final schedules to the 

Commissioner for distribution to the governing body.  

 

 

J.  Sportsmanship Committee  

1.Composition  

This committee shall be comprised of representatives of five members of the 

governing body.  

       2. Duties  

           a. Evaluate and recommend policies for sportsmanship behavior for a ll  

              conference sports and competition.  

 b. To continuously evaluate sportsmanship within the conference and make  

 recommendations to address concerns and behavior of student athletes,   

 coaches, and spectators.  

 

K.  Sports Committees  

1.  Composition  

a.  These Committees are composed of the Head Coaches of that sport at 

each member institution.  

2.  Officers  

a.  Each Sports Committee will have a Chair, Vice - Chair and Secretary 

elected under procedures established by each Sports Committee.  

b.  The Commis sioner will appoint a Liaison Representative to each 

Sports Committee.  

c.  The chair of each sports committee or his/her representative 

will attend and present action items to the Governing Body at 

the fall or spring meeting as appropriate.  

3.  Duties  



a.  Establ ish proposed Operating Codes using the following Conference 

format:  
1.  Section 1.:  Name of committee  

2.  Section 2.:  Officers (including procedures for selection)  

3.  Section 3.:  Meetings (including quorum)  

4.  Section 4.:  Playing rules

7.  Section 7.:  Procedures for amending the code  

8.  Section 8.:  Additional sections that may be required for each sport  

b.  Changes in the Operating Code may be recommended by the Sports 

Committee, competitive divis ion or Governing Body. Final approval shall be 

by the Governing Body.  When a change has been initiated by the Governing 

Body, consultation with the appropriate Sports Committee through the 

liaison Athletic Director or Commissioner shall take place before final 

action.  

c.  When a proposed operating code change is originated in the sports 

committee, it must be approved by a two - thirds vote of the total number of 

institutions sponsoring the sport prior to its being considered by the 

governing body. (Hence, if twelve conference schools sponsor a given sport, 

eight affirmative coach's votes would be necessary to move a proposed 

change to the governing body for action.)

a.  This committee shall include a student athlete representative from 

each SUNYAC institution.

b.  To recommend to the governing body actions on behalf of SUNYAC student 

athletes.  

 

B.  Faculty Athletic Representative Council  

1.  Composition/Selection  

a.  This committee shall include the Faculty Athletic Representatives from 

each SUNYAC institu tion.  

b.  The FAR Chair shall be elected by the FARS for a one year term. 

The chair will also serve as an ex - officio member of the 

Executive Committee.  

2.  Duties  

a.  To review SUNYAC policies, procedures, and actions.  

b.  To recommend to the governing body actio ns on behalf of SUNYAC FARS.  

 

C.  Certified Athletic Trainer Council  

1.  Composition/Selection  

a.  This committee shall include a Certified Athletic Trainer 

Representative from each SUNYAC institution.  

2.  Duties  

a.  To review SUNYAC policies, procedures, and a ctions.  



b.  To recommend to the governing board actions on behalf of the 

competitive safeguards for student athletes.  

D.  Sports Information Director Council  

1.  Composition/Selection  

a.  This committee shall include the Sports Information Directors from 

each SUNYAC institution.  

2.  Duties  

a.  To review SUNYAC policies, procedures, and actions.  

b.  To recommend to the governing body action for marketing and 

publicizing the conference.  

 

Section 3.  Ad Hoc Committee(s)  
 

A.  The President, the Conference Senior Woman Administrator or Executive 

Committee shall have the authority to form Ad Hoc Committees as deemed 

necessary.  The Chair and members of the Committee shall be determined by 

the President with the approval of the Executive Committee.  

B.  The duties of the Com mittee shall be as directed by the President with 

the approval of the Executive Committee.  

Article II -  Sports Competition  
Section 1 .  
All sponsored competition shall function under the administrative control provided by the Constitution, Bylaws 

and Operati ng Codes of the Conference.  
Section 2 .  

A sport will be designated for Conference competition when at least 50% of the member institutions sponsor teams 

in that sport.  Any Championship presently conducted that receives an automatic NCAA Qualifying Bid will  be 

maintained regardless of the number of institutions, which sponsor the sport.  However, in the event of 

extenuating circumstances in any particular sport, above may be waived by consent of the Governing Body.  

 
When creating a new varsity sport or eleva ting a club sport to varsity status, an institution may elect to waive 

their participation in Conference or tournament type competition for a maximum of three academic years. The 

institution must notify the Conference by the May Annual Meeting of the acade mic year prior to entering 

Conference competition.  In individual type sport competition the team can participate in the Conference 

Championship the first year of competition, if the institution so desires.  

 

Section 3 .  
Coach/Player Conduct:  Any athlete or  coach ejected or disqualified from two or more SUNYAC contests in one 

season for unsportsmanlike conduct shall not be eligible to receive any SUNYAC honors (Coach of the Year, All 

Star, All Tournament, All Conference, Scholar - Athlete Award, etc.).  

 
Proced ure:  

A.  When a coach or athlete is ejected or disqualified from a contest for 

unsportsmanlike conduct, both the home team coach and the visiting team 

coach will forward the individual's name to the Commissioner's office with 

details concerning the incident .  This report should contain the following 

information:  individual's name, sport, date of contest, location, time of 

disqualification, reason, names of game officials.  

B.  When an individual becomes ineligible for honors, the Commissioner's 

office shall, before the voting takes place, notify the Athletic Director 

and Coach of the sport at the institution involved and all appropriate 

Coaches of that sport.  

C.  Any appeal shall be made in writing by the individual's Athletic 

Director to the SUNYAC Executive C ommittee via the Conference President 

within forty - eight hours of the Athletic Director's receipt of the 

ineligibility notification.  After consideration of the appeal, the 

Executive Committee's decision shall be final and the Commissioner shall 

notify the  concerned party.  

 

Section 4.    Scheduling  



For institutions to modify official SUNYAC playing schedules the 

institutions involved must submit a request in writing to the 

commissionerôs office. It is recommended that after receiving the 

written request the commissioner will consult wit the scheduling 

committee and inform the membership of any changes made. It is suggest 

that these requests for schedule changes should only impact the two 

schools requesting the change.  

 

Section 5.  Forfeitures  
 
A forfeit, as d efined by the dictionary, is something that a team loses or has to give up because of some fault 

or neglect of duty.  
An institution, that forfeits a contest that is scheduled by the Conference in a sport in which in - season play 

is mandated or does not part icipate with all members of the team who are qualified for individual sports and all 

team members for team sports in a Conference Championship, shall follow the below - listed procedures.  

 Individual sports athletes may not compete at a different site on the  day of competition of a SUNYAC 

Championship without 14 day prior approval from the Commissionerôs Office and Executive Committee. 

A.  The host institution would notify the Commissioner's office of a 

forfeited contest within 48 hours of the forfeit by telep hone and in 

writing.  

B.  The Commissionerôs office may retroactively follow- up within 60 days 

of alleged forfeiture date..  

C.  The forfeiture team will send to the Commissionerôs Office an 

explanation of all details as to what caused the forfeiture.  

D.  The SUNYAC Infractions Committee will study all details and make a 

determination for the disposition of the forfeiture.  

 

E.  If the offending team would like to have their case reviewed by the 

Executive  

           Committee, they may appeal in writing and  forward it  to the 

Executive Committee   

    within fifteen working days of the forfeitureôs record within the 

Conference   

    Office. A $100 non refundable administrative fee must be included.  

 
Penalties:  

1.  First offense fine ï Assessment up to $500.00 and associated  

costs incurred by the conference and notification of incident 

to president of institution.  

2.  Second offense (any sport within a three - year period) ï 

Assessment of up to $800.00 and associated costs incurred by 

the conference and notification of the incident  to the 

president of institution.  

3.  Third offense (any sport within a three - year period) ï 

Assessment of up to $1,000.00 and associated costs incurred by 

the Conference, notification of institutionsô President, and 

may recommend suspension from the Conferen ce.  
 

Section 6 .  Championship Housing  

 

It shall be the responsibility of the SUNYAC Commissioner to make lodging 

arrangements for participating institutions at all SUNYAC Championships.  Should a 

participating institution fail to stay at the reserved lodg ing site, it will be 

fiscally responsible for the charges and subject to a $500 fine and review by the 

Conference Infractions Committee for a Bylaw violation.  

 

Sections 7.   Secondary Violations Reporting  



 

Each member institution shall self report any viola tions of the NCAA rules and 

legislation to the Conference Commissionerôs attention as they occur. The 

Commissioner shall notify the  institution  of receipt of the information and will 

maintain the information for the report of all Level Secondary Violation s that is 

made to the NCAA by the Conference Office each August.  

 

Article III -  Conference Awards  

 

Section 1 .  
Dr. Dolores Board (female) and Dr. Sam Molnar (men) -  awarded annually to a junior or senior with the best 

combination of academic and athletic ab ility.  

 

Section 2 .  
Team Trophies -  Awarded to the team winning first place in a Conference sponsored league or tournament.  

 

Section 3.  Individual Awards and Certificates  

 

A.  Medals  

1.  Awarded according to Conference guidelines in the sports of 

Cross Country,  Swimming, Tennis, and Track and Field.  

B.  Certificates  

1. Championship teams will be awarded Conference certificates.  

2.  "All Conference" teams will be awarded certificates in the 

following sports:  Baseball, Basketball, Field Hockey, Ice 

Hockey, Lacrosse, C ross Country, Soccer, Softball, Volleyball, 

Track and Field, and Swimming.   

 

C.  Player of the Year/Rookie of the Year  

1.  Trophies awarded according to conference operating codes in the 

sports of Baseball, Basketball, Field Hockey, Ice Hockey, 

Lacrosse, Socce r, Softball, Swimming and Diving, and 

Volleyball.  

 

D.  All Tournament Teams ï Trophies awarded according to operating code 

for:  Soccer, Ice Hockey, Basketball, Volleyball and Lacrosse.  
 

 

Section 4.  Coach of the Year Award  

 

A.  Awarded to the Coach in accor dance with the criteria established in 

the Sports Operating Code of that particular sport. Coaches cannot vote for 

themselves for this award.  

 

Section 5.  Dr. Patrick R. Damore Distinguished Service Award  

 

A.  Awarded annually to an administrator or coach w ho has made significant 

contributions to the Conference and has been at the institution at least 15 

years or more.  

 

Section 6.  Retiree Award  

 

A.  Men/Women who coached or were in administration 15 years or more.  
 

Section 7.  Award of Valor  

 

A.  Presented to an  individual for their ability to overcome obstacles 



and serve as an inspiration to others.  

 

Section 8.  Chancellor Scholar - Athlete Award  

    

A.  The member of the first or second All Conference Team with the 

highest GPA (minimum 3.3) for at least three semeste rs as determined 

by the latest SUNYAC All Academic and Commissionerôs List, will be 

the  recipient of this award. For non - conference sports, the athlete 

must have competed in post - season competition and have at least 

three semesters completed with a minimu m 3.3 GPA.  

 

Article IV -  Parliamentary Authority  
 

Section 1 .  
The rules contained in the most recent edition of Robert's Rules of Order  shall govern SUNYAC in all cases in 

which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with SUNYAC Constitu tion and Bylaws.

Coaches.  A Chair, Vice - Chair, and Secretary shall be elected.  Officers w ill be elected 

for a three - year term with a new Secretary being elected each year.

1.  The Baseball Committee is responsible to the Conference for the organization and 

supervision of Baseball competition within the Conference.  The Committee s hall, 

between its official meetings, act with full powers regarding any matters 

affecting the Baseball group and make a full report at the next meeting.  

2.  The Chair shall preside at all meetings of the Baseball group. The 

Chair, or designee, shall make a pre sentation to the Membership Body of 

all action items from the coaches meeting at the Spring Annual 

Conference meeting.     

3.  The Vice - Chair shall be present at all meetings and serve as Chair in 

the absence or disability of the Chair.  He shall perform such duties as  

may be assigned to him by the Chair.  

4.  The Secretary shall record the minutes in the absence of the 

Commissioner.  He shall send a copy of the minutes of the meeting to the  

Baseball Coaches, Director of Athletics and the Conference Commissioner 

as soon as practical after the meeting.  

 

Section 3 :  Meetings and Quorum  

 

 A.  The Baseball Coaches of the Conference shall hold an Annual Meeting to start 

at 11:00 a.m. on the Monday after the Annual Championship Tournament in the 

Syracuse area or by conferen ce call. (Wednesday, May 6, 2009)  

 B.  Representatives from the seven Conference members shall constitute a quorum 

for conducting business.  Two - thirds affirmative vote required to move items 

to Membership Body.  

 

Section 4 :  Conference Play  

 

B.  The Conference Baseball teams will play in an seven - team league and play each 

team in a double - header as scheduled.  

 1.   Conference games will have top priority in make - up situations. Any 

disputes concerning make - ups will be decided by the Commissioner.  If a 

game is po stponed for weather, within 48 hours a date must be set for 

the make - up game and sent to the Conference office.  

  2.  All postponed Conference games that have a bearing on the Conference 

Championship shall be made up. If Athletic Directors cannot agree on 

s ite for game, Commissioner will determine neutral site for game.  If 

visiting team is on site a neutral field will be used for makeup, unless  

teams decide to make up on home field.  

  3.  All scheduled Conference games shall be played on home field  of host 

t eam unless agreed upon by both teams to move game to a different 

location.  

  4.    In Conference Doubleheader: the first game shall be a 9 inning game, and   

                  the second game 9 innings.  

5.    Monday is designated the makeup day for Basebal l.  The games will start  

at 12 noon at the home site of the team that games were originally 

scheduled.  

6.  Weather Related Date Change ï If rain is forecasted for Saturday/Sunday,   

     the scheduled games may be moved to Friday only with permission from the     

     Commissioner and both teams consenting to change.  

a.  Playing Rules  



Games shall be played in accordance with the rules as published in the NCAA 

Baseball Guide as modified by ECAC or by a majority vote of members present at  

Annual Meeting of the Baseba ll Coaches.  

C.  Games Officials            

 All Conference Baseball game officials will be assigned by the CBUA.  

 D.  Game Ball  

  The official Conference Ball is the Rawlings R1 -  NCAA Ball with NCAA stamp.  

 E.  Protest Procedure  

  Any protest shall be forwarded  to the Commissioner in accordance with the 

current SUNYAC Constitution and Bylaws.  

 F.  Halted Game Rule (Tied Games, etc.)  

  A halted game shall be declared by the plate umpire if play must be 

temporarily suspended with the intent that it will be continu ed at some later time or 

date.  When play resumes after having been temporarily suspended, it must start at exactly  

the point of being halted.  The lineups and batting orders of both teams must be exactly 

the same as they were, subject to the rules of subs titution, and any player who played or 

was announced as a substitute before the game was halted must be in the lineup when play 

resumes or be ineligible for the remainder of the game.  During the regular season, if a 

game is both halted and regulation, reg ulation will take precedence assuming the 

reasonable efforts made to complete the game have failed.  

 G.  Game Times  

  Games will start at 1:00 p.m. Monday - Friday and at 12 Noon Saturday - Sunday 

unless a different time is mutually agreed upon.  

 

Section 5:   Championship Format  

 A.  Dates  

First Friday/Saturday/Sunday of May (nine - inning games).  May 1 - 3, 2009.  

 B.  Sites  

   The Conference Tournament will be held at the regular season champion's campus 

field.    

 C.  Competing Institutions  

  Top four teams after regu lar season schedule.  In case of tie, the following 

criteria will be used to select teams for tournament:  

  1.  If there is a tie(s) for any place(s) in the standings, then the results 

of the in - season head - to - head competition shall be used to break that 

ti e.  

  2.  If two teams split their in - season games, then the committee shall use 

the best record against highest seeded remaining teams in descending 

order.  

For example:  1)If two teams are tied for first, then the record vs. the  

#3 team would be compared.  This procedure would continue 4,5,6,etc. 

until tie is broken.  2)If two teams tied for 5th, then their record vs.  

the #1 team would be compared.  Then 2,3,etc.  

If two teams are still tied:  

1.  Total runs allowed in all conference games.  

2.  Total runs allowed in d oubleheader with each other.  

3.  Runs allowed in descending order of teamsô standings.  

  3.  If there is a tie among three or more teams for a place in 

the standings, the committee shall use the overall records of the tied 

teams against each other as the tie - breaker.  The team(s) with the best 

record vs. each other shall be given the higher seed.  Between the 

remaining two teams the procedure for the two - team tie - breaker shall be 

used.  

 

 

 

 

 

  4.  If there is a tie among three or more teams for a place in 

the sta ndings, and after comparing the overall records of the tied teams  

against each other, there still remains a three - way tie, then the 

committee shall use the best record against the highest seeded teams 

remaining in descending order as the tie - breaker.  If a  tie still 



exists, the least number of runs allowed in double header between the 

two/three tied teams against each other would be the next criteria to 

break the tie.  If still tied, the head - to - head winner in the nine 

inning game will advance.

 C.  All - Conference S election Procedure -  Selection of the All Conference Team 

shall be determined by a vote of the Conference Coaches and shall be conducted prior to 

the start of the tournament by a mail/fax vote.  The At - Large and Coach of the Year will 

be selected at the an nual meeting.  It will be the responsibility of the Conference 

Commissioner to administer this selection process.  Procedure for selecting the All 

Conference Team shall be as follows:   

  1.  Each Coach shall nominate players from his/her team worthy of All  

Conference recognition providing pertinent statistics (NCAA Statistics 



Form) and information about the player.  Only one player can be 

nominated for one position. When selecting the All Conference Team, 

overall stats be considered with All Conference stat s.  

  2.  Nominations shall be made in the following categories:     

   outfielders, infielders, catchers and pitchers.  

  3.  The 1st and 2nd All Conference Teams shall consist of 20 players (10 

players on 1st Team & 10 Players on 2 nd Team:  5 outfielders, 6 

infielders, 2 catchers, 4 pitchers, 2 utility/designated players and one  

at - large. Utility/designated player position guidelines -- designated 

player, play approximately 40% of the team's games in this role. 

Utility, play at least 1/3 of the team's games at another defensive 

position other than utility/designated player. Utility/designated player  

position, play at least 1/3 of the team's games at another position 

including designated player. This position may be utilized as a utility 

position, a designated pl ayer position corresponding defensive stats.  

The at - large position will be decided after the All Conf. based on the 

number of players nominated in each category and the Nominees from 

Coaches.  

  4.  In voting for the All Conference Team, no Coach shall vote  for a member 

of his/her own team.  The players receiving the highest total vote in 

each category shall be selected for the first and second team, except 

that no player shall hold two berths; only the one in which he gets the 

most votes. It was recommended  that more names be submitted for each 

position to give  a larger pool for selections.  The Coaches will vote 

by positions -  First Base, Second Base, Third Base, Shortstop, Catcher 

(2 - 1), Pitcher, Outfielders, Utility, DH -  by rank order 6 - 5- 4- 3- 2- 1. If  

onl y 4 nominees, vote would be, 6 - 5- 4- 3, etc.   

   ( NOTE:  Each Coach must cast all the allotted votes in each category.) 

All Conference Team to be announced on the Tuesday after the 

Championship.  

5.  Starting in 2002, Coaches will select a Player of the Year,  Rookie of 

the Year (Rookie shall be in first year of collegiate competition), and 

Pitcher of the Year.  In the event of a tie when voting, the player 

receiving the most first place votes will be selected the winner of the 

award.  Coaches will nominate pla yers from their teams for these awards.  

A Player of the Week will also be selected for all games  played the 

preceding week.  

6.  Chancellorôs Scholar- Athlete Award ï The member of the first or second 

All Conference Team with the highest GPA for at least three s emesters as  

determined by the latest SUNYAC All Academic and Commissionerôs List 

will be the recipient of this award.  

      D.    Awards Named ï Starting in the Spring of 2007, the special awards will be  

   Named as follows:  

            1.)  Walter Nitard y Coach of the Year Award    

   Walter Nitardy coached the Oswego baseball team to 503 career wins in his   

29 seasons.  Along with being named SUNYAC Coach of the Year seven times, 

Nitardy compiled nine conference titles.  Nitardy was named the 1966 NCAA 

College Division East Coast Coach of the Year . 
 

2.)  Bob Wallace Player of the Year  

    Bob ñSparkyò Wallace graduated from Cortland in 1953 and 

began coaching the Red Dragons in 1958. In his 24 seasons as head 

coach, his team compiled a 366 - 207 - 3 record, w inning 10 SUNYAC 

titles and making an NCAA appearance in 1981.  Wallace was 

inducted into Cortlandôs C- Club Hall of Fame in 1979, and 

Cortlandôs baseball field is named in his honor. 

 

3.)  Don Axtell Pitcher of the Year Award  
    Don Axtell was the basebal l coach at Oneonta for 30 years, leading the Red  

Dragons to many successful seasons.  His teams won or shared 10 SUNYAC titles,  

made the schoolôs only visit to the ECAC Championships (1974 and 1975), and 



was selected as the SUNYAC Coach of the Year four ti mes.  His last Coach of 

the Year Award came in 1989. He was also inducted into the SUNY Oneonta Hall  

Of Fame in 2001 and the Waverly High School Hall of Fame.  

 

4.)  Clark V. Whited Rookie of the Year Award  

    Clark Whited coached the Brockport Golden Eagl es for 22 years (1947 - 1968),  

and amassed a 128 - 93- 1 overall record.  His 128 wins were the most of any 

baseball coach at the school until 2003.  Whited was inducted into the 

inaugural class of the SUNY Brockport Sports Hall of Fame in 1985, and the 

current  baseball/softball complex at Brockport is named in his honor.  Whited 

passed away on October 29, 2005 .

for three years, with a new Coach to be elected each year by the Basketball 

Coaches at the Annual SUNYAC Coaches Meeting.  The senior member of the 

Committee shall serve as the Chair, the second ranking committee member shall 

serve as the Vice Chair,  the next member as Secretary, and the newest member, 

At Large, unless decided otherwise by the coaches.  Committee members will 

move up one position each year.

 B.  The Chair, or designee, shall make a report to the Membership Body of all 

action items from the coaches meeting at the Spring Annual Conference Meeting.

4.  The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings in the absence of 

the Commissioner.

Section 3 :  Meetings and Quorum

 C.   Introduction for Players  ï Teams will face each other when being introduced  

  and then turn to face the American flag.  At the end of the warm - up the  

  starting six will put their helmets in the goal, and the rest of the team  

  will put their helmets on the bench.  After the National Anthem they put  

  their helmets on, and only t he starters are on the ice.  

 D.   Game Officials  --  Approved N.I.O.H.A. officials.  Starting in (2006 - 07) two  

  referees and one linesman will be used and assigned by the ECAC.  

 E.  Protests  --  See Constitution and Bylaws in Handbook.  Procedures for prote sts 

  are outlined in the SUNYAC Handbook.  

 F.   Conference games will start at 7:00 p.m., unless mutually agreed upon prior  

  to contract.  

 G.  Each SUNYAC team will play a minimum of two home games per semester.  

H.  In Pre - season Poll -  Coaches cannot vote f or own team .  

1st  Place -  7 points, 2 nd place -  6 points, 3 rd  place ï 5 points, etc.  

I.  No Complimentary Tickets  are to be issued for Conference Games.  



J.     Line Chart Exchange  ï Line charts will be exchanged before the warm - ups to    

   include names and numbers.  

K.  Conference standings -  a win will count 2 points and a tie 1 point.  

L.  Goal Judge ï official referees will be used as goal judge for post - season 

play.Game Officials should hold a pre - game meeting with Goal Judges.  

M.  Senior Night ï instead of starting lineups, only seniors will be introduced.  

N.  Referee in Chief -  The Referee in Chief shall review game tapes and to adjust 

player - coach discipline if needed, each Monday.  

 

Section 5 :  Method of Determining Champion  

 A.  The Conference Championship shall be determined by  a six - team tournament.   

  The Ice Hockey Coaches Committee set up the following criteria to determine  

  the selection of the six teams. In the event of ties the following format  

  will be used to determine seeding:  

  1.  The best record of tied teams ag ainst each other based on 

Conference     play (tournament play will not be considered).

          Second lowest seed at #2

*If game ends in a tie, a 12 or 15 min. intermission and then a 20 min. sudden   

death overtime, If no score, 20 min. overtime continues until a winner is 

determined.  

 C.   Tournament Time  --  The games for the tournament will be at 7:00 p.m.  

D.  Officials  ï Assigned by ECAC.  

 

Section 6 :  Awards  

 Awards shall be as recommended to the SUNYAC Awards Committee and approved by the 

Conference.  Voting for Coach of the Year, Player of the Year, Rookie of the Year, etc. 

for Conference sports that have thes e categories shall be by weighted ballot.  

 

 A.   A trophy and 25 Championship Team certificates will be presented.  

 B.  A Coach of the Year award  will be presented, the recipient being selected by 

means of a weighted ballot. Coaches cannot vote for themselv es.  Coach of the 

Year Criteria:  (1) teamsô display of sportsmanship attitude (coaches ejected 

from a contest will not be eligible for this award), (2) teamsô display of 

skill, (3) improvement of team in overall performance, and (4) standing in 

Conference  and overall win/loss performance.  

  C.  The Coach of the Year, Player of the Year and Rookie of the Year  will be 

coordinated by the SUNYAC Sports Publicity Director.  Rookie of the Year must 

be in first year of intercollegiate competition.  

 D.  All - Conferen ce Team  shall be selected by a vote of the Coaches by using the 

 following point structure:  10 points for 1st place, 7 points for 2nd  

 place, 5 points for 3rd place, 3 points for 4th place, 2 points for 5th place 

 and 1 point for 6th place.  The team sha ll consist of one goalie, two  

 defensemen and three forwards. Coaches cannot vote for own player.  

 Each Coach shall submit a list of his recommended players (three  forwards, two defensemen 

and one goalie)to the SUNYAC Publicity Director immediately  at th e completion of the season.  

A brief Coaches evaluation and any pertinent statistical data should be submitted for each 

player recommended.  The Publicity Director will compile the names and submit them to the 

Coaches for voting prior to the start of the t ournament.  The Coach of the Year, MVP and 

Rookie of the Year shall be released on the Friday after the quarter finals.  The All 

Conference Team will be announced on the start of the quarter - final.  A first and second 

place team shall be named from the reco mmended players (12 players) and 6 honorable mentions.  



 E.  An All - Tournament Team  shall be selected consisting of one MVP and five All - Tournament 

Players at the conclusion of the SUNYAC Championship game.  The Host Athletic Director 

and Commissioner will s et up the selection criteria and select a committee.  The All -

Tournament Team shall be selected from the semi and final games only, and will consist 

of 2 defensemen, three forwards, and one goalie.  

E.  Most Valuable Player and Rookie of the Year  --  Each Coach will nominate a player from 

their team for the MVP and Rookie of the Year.  The ballots will be returned to the 

Coaches for vote.  

G.  Chancellorôs Scholar- Athlete Award  ï The member of the first or 

second All Conference Team with the highest GPA for at least t hree 

semesters (3.3 or better) as determined by the latest SUNYAC All 

Academic and Commissionerôs List will be the recipient of this 

award.  

Section 7 :  Amendments  

 Amendments to the Ice Hockey Operating Code may be proposed at any official meeting of the 

Hockey Coaches by a 2/3 vote of all Conference schools.(Proposal must be submitted 10 days prior to 

meeting).   

Section 8 :  To Fill Vacancy on Committee  

 In the event the full complement of officers for the Sports Committee is not in office to 

fulfill dutie s, the Conference President shall appoint a Coach from the sport to act for the sport 

through elections at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  

Section 9 : Grievance Defined  

 Any circumstances or conditions thought to be unjust and with grounds for complai nt, based 

upon violations of regulations established by the SUNYAC or the NCAA for the conduct of 

intercollegiate athletics, other than an official's decision .  

Section 10 :  Crowd Control  

 The responsibility for crowd control rests with the Director of Athl etics or the designated 

representative of the host institution.  The Directors of Athletics of the competing institutions 

are expected to communicate with their students and other interested fans prior to the competition 

to encourage enthusiastic support w ithin the confines of good sportsmanship.  The Directors of 

Athletics or their designated representatives (other than Coaches) shall be available at the site of 

the competition to assist in controlling the crowd.  

 The Director of Athletics or the designate d representative of the host institution should be 

prepared to go to the public address system at the first sign of unsportsmanlike crowd behavior and 

request cooperation in maintaining proper playing conditions.  

 Only the participants, coaches, officials and authorized personnel shall be allowed in the 

competition area before, during and at the conclusion of competition.  

 Artificial noisemakers, air horns and electronic instruments are not permissible.  The 

Director of Athletics or the designated represent ative of the host institution is responsible for 

removing such instruments from the competition area.  Bands or any component thereof are not allowed 

to play while the competition is in progress.  

 The SUNYAC governing sports committees believe the conduct before, during and after the 

competition of all those representing the participating institutions should exemplify the highest 

traditions of college athletics.  

 No alcoholic beverages shall be sold or otherwise be made available for consumption in 

connecti on with a SUNYAC Championship, nor shall any such beverages be brought to the site during 

the Championship.  "During the Championship" is intended to include the period from the time access 

to the site is available to spectators until all patrons have left  the facility or area used for 

competition.

*Any criteria used to break a three way tie or more, should be used to 

rank all of the tied teams. Do not eliminate one team out and then rank 

the others head to head.(For women only).  

4.  If there is still a tie among three or more teams  for a place in the 

standin gs after using tiebreakers 2 & 3, then the committee shall use 

the best record against the highest seeded teams in descending order.  

5.  If there still remains a tie between three or more teams , compare least 

goals allowed between the tied teams in games playe d against each other.

 Representatives from a majority of the Conference members playing Soccer shall 

constitute a quorum.  

 

Section 4 :  Conference Play  

 

 A.  The Conference shall consist of members participating in the SUNYAC   

  Conference for Soccer.  All teams wil l play each team in the Conference.  

 B.   Responsibilities in Conducting Home Matches --  It will be the responsibility  

  of the Home Coach and Athletic Director to conduct home Soccer matches in the 

  following manner:  

  1.  Ball Persons  --   Two ball perso ns must be used to work the sidelines at 

   all home Conference Soccer matches.  It is recommended that the ball  

   persons be of college age.  

  2.  Field Security  --  The touch lines and goal lines of the Soccer field  

   shall be clear of spectators at le ast fifteen feet from these lines  

   wherever possible.  Also, the area immediately behind the goals should  

   remain free from all spectators at all times.  

 

 

 

 

 

   

 

 



  3.  Officials  --  Officials are to be met and directed to their dressing  

   quarters b efore each game.  The officials should be accompanied to the  

   field by a college representative and introduced to the visiting coach.  

   It is the duty of the host school to cooperate with the officials to  

   ensure that proper conditions exist at all  times such that the safety  

   and well - being of all participants, officials and spectators is   

   guaranteed.  

  4.  Team Areas  --  Provide benches, scoring table, water and necessary  

   equipment to efficiently run the contest.  

 C.   Playing Rules  --  Games are to be played in conformance with the rules as  

  published in the NCAA Soccer Guide.   

 D.   Game Officials  --  It is recommended that only officials who have attended the 

  National Intercollegiate Soccer Officials Association Academy be used.   

  Three - person teams of officials will be used for all Conference games.   

  Officials shall receive NCAA Division III rates for Championship.  

E.    Ball  -  The Adidas World Cup ball, shall be the official Conference ball for  

            the Men and Women's p rograms and for all Conference games and 

the   

            Championship.  

 F.  Protest Procedures  -  Protest procedures are outlined in the SUNYAC Handbook  

  Bylaws.  

 G.  Game times  --  Times shall be at 4:00 p.m. for weekday games and 1:00 p.m. for 

  weekend games, unless mutually agreed  upon by both institutions.  After  

  October 15th, games during the week will start at 3:00 p.m.  

H.  At the conclusion of in - season games, if the game ends in a tie, the NCAA 

penalty kick procedure will be used to determine the hi gher seed.  If still 

tied at the end of the season, the team that won the penalty kick procedure 

will be seeded in the tournament above the team that they were tied with.  

I.  Start of All Conference Games and Championships  ï The NCAA game protocol for 

the star t time of Conference games and Championships will be followed.  The 

pre - game warm - ups will end 10 minutes prior to the start of the game.  

J.  Soccer - Video Tape Games -  Home Team will film the games and give visiting team 

a copy of the game tape or DVD, to be ma iled within 2 business days.  

 

Section 5 :  League Championship  

 

  The SUNYAC Soccer Champion will be determined by a Six Team Tournament. Each 

SUNYAC Soccer team will play each team in the Conference.  Teams will be awarded three 

points for a win, one point  for a tie and zero points for a loss.  The Top 6 Teams in the 

final standings shall participate in the Tournament.  The Tournament will be played at 

campus sites on Tuesday, November 4, 2008 and at the Hall of Fame fields on Friday -

Saturday (November 7 - 8,  2008).  Winner of the Tournament receives NCAA Bid M/W and the 

SUNYAC Championship. (Starting in 2009, Championships will be held on campuses).  

 

 The following procedure will be used to break ties for the first four places:  

 A.  Ties for playoff position  will be broken in the following sequence:  

  1.  When two teams are tied for the playoff position, the 

following     procedure will be used:  

   a.  Winner of the game between the two tied teams.  

   b.  Winner of the NCAA Penalty Kick Procedure if that game end ed in a 

tie.  ( NOTE: All  conference games ending in a tie after two 

overtime periods must then complete the NCAA Tournament Penalty 

Kick Procedures as described in the NCAA Soccer Handbook for 

Division III.  For the records, this game is a tie with one poi nt 

being awarded to each team.  The team winning the shootout gets 

credit for a victory and the team losing the shootout gets a loss.   

The only time the penalty kick procedure will be used to determine  

a winner is when both teams are tied for the Conferenc e title.)  



 

  2.  If three teams are tied for the playoff position, the following   

   procedure will be used to determine the champion:  

   a.  Best record in games played by the three tied teams against each  

    other.  

   b.  The best record against the hig hest seeded remaining teams in  

    descending order will be used as the tie breaker (e.g., If three  

    teams are tied for first, then the record versus the #4 team  

    would be compared.  This procedure would continue 5th team, 6th  

    team, etc. unti l tie is broken.).  

   c.  The road win (away games) for the three teams against each other  

    shall be the next criteria.  

   d.  Goal differential between the three tied teams in games played 

against each other (a maximum of three goals differential per ga me 

will be used).  

   e.  Least goals allowed by each of the three tied teams in games  

    played against each other  (maximum three goals per game).  

   f.  Total goals scored by each of the three tied teams in games  

    played against each other (three go als maximum per game).  

   g.  Road victories between three tied teams within the overall   

    conference.  

  Championship tournament will be played by NCAA Rules for Tournament.    

  Exception:  For the SUNYAC Championship, an unlimited number of players ma y  

  be dressed for the tournament.  

 

B.  Six Team Playoff Schedule:  

1.  On Monday, November 3 and Tuesday November 4, 2008 before the weekend 

tournament, teams have the flexibility to play the play - in games on Monday 

or Tuesday prior to the Championship Tournament  weekend.  If one 

Institution disagrees on the game date and/or time the game will be as 

scheduled by the Commissioner.  The following games will be played on 

campuses.  Lowest seed travels to higher seed.  #1 and #2 seeds will 

receive byes.  Seed #6 will play at Seed #3.  Seed #5 will play at Seed #4.   

Play - in games will start at 1:00 p.m. In All Tournament play no changes to 

start time without permission from the Commissioner and the ADôs at both 

schools. The winners will play the #1 and #2 Seeds on Frida y (November 7, 

2008) at the Hall of Fame Fields, Oneonta. Games times Friday at 

Championships #1 team select the game times they would like to play (11 or 

1:30) on Friday, 11:00 a Menôs game and a Womenôs games, and 1:30 a M/W 

game. The #4 - #5 seed winner w ill play the #1 seed and the #3 - #6 winner will  

play the #2 seed. The Championship will be played at 11:00 a.m. on Saturday  

for the Men and at 1:30 p.m. on Saturday for the Women on the same field.  

These games will be alternated each year.  

2.  If both teams (M /W) from the same school are in the Tuesday playoffs and 

are hosting, the Menôs game will be played on Monday and will alternate 

between the menôs and womenôs teams in future years for the Monday game. 

3.  For the Friday and Saturday games at the Hall of Fame Fields, the coaches, 

game administrator, officials, and the Commissioner will meet for a pre -

game meeting on the Thursday evening before the start of the tournament.  

Site and time to be arranged by the Commissioner.  

4.  No practice will be allowed on the Hall  of Fame Fields on the Thursday 

before the start of the tournament by any SUNYAC soccer team.  

5.  A banquet will be held on Thursday evening before the Championship.  Time 

and site to be arranged by the Commissioner.  

  6. For the Tuesday play - in game on campus es, if both coaches agree to play a  

        night game, it will be scheduled under the lights. If one coach of the  

               competing teams disagrees, the game will be played as scheduled during the  

               day.  

 

 

 

 

 



 

Section 6 :  Awards  

 

Voting for Coach of the Year, Player of the Year, Rookie of the Year for Conference 

sports that have these categories shall have equal representation.  

 A.  1.  Each member chosen to the First Team, All - Conference Team, Second Team  

  All - Conference Team and Th ird Team, All Conference shall receive a certificate 

    (33 certificates).  

  2.  Championship Team Trophy and 25 Championship Team Certificates.  

 B.   Coach of the Year  --  There shall be a Coach of the Year Award.  

Criteria:(Coaches cannot vote for themse lves.)  

  1.  Team's display of sportsmanship and attitude.  

  2.  Team's display of skills.  

  3.  Improvement of team in overall performance.  

  4.  Standing in Conference and overall won - lost record.  

The method of selection will be by coaches' vote (5 - 3- 1 ranki ng with 

five being first choice, etc.) which will be sent to the Commissioner.  

Each Coach must vote for three coaches.  The Coach receiving the highest  

point total will be Coach of the Year.  This vote will be taken on the 

Monday after the Championships .  In the event of a tie the person 

receiving the most first place votes will be the winner.  

 C.  All - Conference Team Selection (Men/Women)(Conference Statistics Only)  --  

Members of the All - Conference Team shall be selected by a Coach vote system as  

follows:  

  1.  Voting would be determined by a fax/e - mail vote at the end of the 

season.  Each coach may nominate up to 6 players from his/her team that 

he/she feels is worthy of All Conference recognition, and within that 

list they may nominate one Rookie of the Ye ar (first year of collegiate 

experience) and one Player of the Year.  All Conference Teams will 

consist of 33 players.  First Team ï 1 designated goalkeeper and 10 

field players.  Second Team ï 1 designated goalkeeper and 10 field 

players.  Third Team ï 1 designated goalkeeper and 10 field players.  

The SUNYAC Publicist will administer the voting prior to the soccer 

tournament.  The M/W coaches would receive a total list of all of the 

players nominated, and would vote for the best players using a 3,2,1 

poin t system.  Coaches would vote for up to 3 players per position 

deserving of first team recognition by giving them 3 points, then vote 

for up to 3 players per position deserving of second team recognition by  

giving them 2 points and then vote for up to 3 pl ayers for each position  

deserving of Third Team recognition by giving them 1 point.  Each coach 

will also vote for one At Large player for each team (first, second, 

third mention) by placing a 3,2,1 respectively in the points column of 

that player.  The go alkeeper and 10 field players who receive the most 

points would be on the first team, the goalkeeper and 10 field players 

receiving the next highest points would be on second team and the third 

Team team would consist of the third highest points received b y a 

goalkeeper and 10 field players.  If there is a tie amongst any of the 

players for a particular team, the team would just have 12 players 

rather than 11.  Coaches would then vote for two Rookies of the Year and  

two Players of the Year by using a 2 - 1 ra nking system.  The Rookie and 

Player of the Year would be the highest point getter in each category.  

If there is a tie, then the player with the most first place votes will 

be the winner.

  2.  Players of the Year  --  

     a.  The Player of the Year (Menôs ï Huntley Parker Award) and Rookie of the  

Year for Men/Women will be voted upon on the Monday after the  

Championships. The MVP must come from the 1 st  Team All Conference. 

Coaches can vote for t heir player for MVP.  

The Huntley Parker Award  ï is named after the highly successful 

Soccer Coach at Brockport. Parker coached soccer for 14 years, 

winning the SUNYAC conference twice(1961 - 1968)and sharing the 

championship in 1970. In the 1970 season, Park er and his team were  

NCAA Regional Conference Champions, and in 1954, his team was 

ranked as high as third. Parker was inducted into the Brockport 

Hall of Fame in 1985, and last fall the renovated soccer field at 

Brockport was named in his honor. Parker pa ssed away in 2003.  

       b.  The Academic Player of the Year  (Men's -  Fred Holloway Award) shall be  

the highest cumulative GPA (at least 3.3) from either the first or  

second team and must have completed four semesters of college. GPA  

will be confirmed by  the Commissioner. This award will be 

announced on the Monday after the TN.   

              The Fred Holloway Award  - is named after T. Fred ñProfò Holloway  

           who coached Menôs Soccer at Cortland from 1936- 1972. His teams  

    recorded a combined r ecord of 191 - 94- 23 and had only two losing  

    seasons in 35 years. His teams appeared in three NCAA tournaments  

and captured six SUNYAC Championships. ñProfò chaired the founding 

committee of the National Soccer Coaches Association, designed a 

statistica l system for the selection of All America Collegiate 

Soccer players and in 1958 was selected by the members of the 

National Soccer Coaches Association of America to receive their 

most coveted laurel, the Annual Honor Award. In 1987, Cortland 

dedicated itôs soccer field in his honor. Holloway passed away in 

1990.  

  3.  Player of the Week  

   a.  A Player of the Week will be selected (started in 2000) for  

    Men's and Women's Soccer.  This selection will be for all games,  

    not just Conference games.  Names  will be forwarded to Conference 

    office by 12:00 Noon each Monday by SID's along with    

    statistics.  

  4.  All Tournament Soccer Team  -  

   a.  Starting in 2001, an All Tournament Soccer Team will be selected 

(11 players) for both the Men's and Women' s Championships.   One 

member of the All Tournament team will also be the MVP of the 

tournament.  Selection will be made by the SID's and  committee 

selected by the Commissioner.  Plaques will be awarded to each 

selectee.  This team will be selected from t he semi and final 

games only.  

5.  Chancellorôs Scholar- Athlete Award  ï The member of the first or second 

All Conference Team with the  highest GPA(a 3.3 or higher) for at least 

three semesters as determined by the latest SUNYAC All Academic and 

Commissionerôs List will be the recipient of this award.

WOMEN'S SOFTBALL OPERATING CODE 
 

Section 1 :  Title  

 

 The Committee shall be known as the Women's Softball Coaches 

Committee.  

  

Section 2 :  Officers  

 

 A.  Status and Term of Office --  

  Three Head Varsity Softball Coaches will constitute the Comm ittee. The term  

  of appointment will be for three years, with a new Coach to be elected each  

  year by the Softball Coaches at their Annual SUNYAC Meeting.  

 

  The senior member of the Committee shall serve as the Chair, the second -  

  ranking Committee m ember shall serve as the Vice - Chair, and the newest member 

  of the Committee shall serve as the Secretary.  Committee members will move  

  up one position each year.  If a vacancy should occur on the Committee during 

  the year, Committee members will mov e up one position, and a new Secretary  

  will be appointed by the President of the Conference.  

 

 B.   Duties --  

  The Committee shall, between its official meetings, act with full powers  

  regarding any matters affecting the Softball group and make a ful l report at  

  the next meeting.  

 

The Chair shall preside at all meetings of the Softball group.  The Chair, or 

designee, shall attend the Conference Membership meeting to present action 

items.  

 

  The Vice - Chair shall be present at all meetings and serve a s Chair in the  

  absence or disability of the Chair.  The Vice - Chair shall perform such duties 

  as may be assigned by the Chair.  

 

The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings in the absence of the 

Commissioner.  The Secretary shall send a copy of the minutes of each meeting 

to the Softball Coaches, Director of Athletics, Commissioner and the 

Conference President as soon as practical after each meeting if the 

Commissioner is not present at the meeting.  

 

Section 3 :  Meetings and Quorum  

 

For 2009, the annual coaches meeting will be a conference call on Tuesday, May 5 at 

6:00 p.m.  

 

A quorum shall consist of the majority of the member institutions who sponsor 

Softball in SUNYAC and a 2/3 vote of members present is required to move items to 

the Members hip Body.  

 

 

Section 4 :  Conference Play  

 

 A.  Starting in 2004 each team will receive 2 points for a win and one point for a 

tie to determine league standings.  

C.  Schedule  -  Each team will play all other teams in a double - header format -  

round robin schedule.  The Home Team will be the ñhomeò team for  

      both games.      

 

  

 

 



 

C.  Rules of Conference Play  

  1.  All Conference double - headers must be completed by the Monday prior to 

the championship.  Any scheduled Conference games should be played on 

home fiel d of host team unless agreed upon by both teams.  

  2.  The date of a game can be changed to a day either before the scheduled 

date or after the scheduled date if both Athletic Directors agree, with 

the approval of the Commissioner.  

3.  Friday and Saturday Co nsecutive Contest Definitions :   A Friday contest 

begins when the visiting institution arrives in the host city either Thursday night 

or Friday morning.   A Saturday contest begins when the visiting team arrives in the  

host city either Friday night or Satur day morning and they are independent of each 

other.  

a.  If the FRIDAY contest is postponed due to weather BEFORE the arrival of the 

visiting team into the city:  the city of the game will not change; the first 

proposed make up date should be for that Sunday  at the site of the original teams  

field.  If Sunday is weather prohibited, the game will be played at the original 

host teamôs site on a date agreed upon by both institutions. 

b.  If the FRIDAY contest is postponed due to weather AFTER the arrival into the 

ci ty, the first action is that the game is to be replayed on Sunday at the same 

hostôs city.  If Sundayôs contest is either cancelled due to weather or 

unavailability, the game will be played at a neutral site to be determined by the  

SUNYAC Commissioner.  Th e scheduled home team will remain as the home team for 

the following:  same game procedures as if you were at the scheduled hostôs 

field; scheduled home team (host) must provide game balls, athletic trainer, half  

the Umpires fee, other half paid for by the  visiting team.  

c.  If the SATURDAY contest is postponed due to weather BEFORE the arrival into the 

city the first option  should be to reschedule the game for the ensuing Sunday.  

If Sunday is not an option due to weather or availability and the team has not 

arrived in the city, the site of the game will not change.  The date of the game 

will be agreed upon by both institutionsô coaches and Athletic Directors.   

Note :  Saturday contests are independent of Friday.  Just because a game was 

played or was not playe d on either Friday or Saturday anywhere in the SUNYAC 

Conference, it has no factor on the other game.  

d.  If the SATURDAY contest is postponed due to weather AFTER the arrival into the 

city, the visiting team MUST stay in that city and be available for a Sunda y 

contest UNLESS the HOST, after consultation with Athletic Directors(or designess)  

of both school waives their right to wait for a Sunday game due to the forecasted  

weather conditions in which they forfeit the right to have the makeup game at 

their instit ution.  IF A TEAM LEAVES WITHOUT THE HOME TEAMôS PERMISSION THE GAME 

WILL BE RULED A FORFEIT.  If Sunday is not playable as well there will be a 

neutral site for the game to be played determined by the SUNYAC Commissioner.  

The scheduled home team will be responsible for the following:  same game 

procedures as if you were at the scheduled host institution; scheduled host (home  

team) must provide game balls, athletic trainer, half the Umpires fee, other half  

paid for by the visiting team. *Note: Sunday dates must be kept open for weekend 

makeup games. Do not schedule makeup games for Sunday.  

            *All other situations are to be handled by the SUNYAC Commissionerôs office  

and both institutions must agree to the recomendations  

  4.  All Conference and Cha mpionship games will be played in accordance with 

NCAA Rules as published in the NCAA Softball Championship Handbook. 

SUNYAC will  use the NCAA Tie - Breaker Rule for Conference in - season games  

only, not for the Championship Tournament.  The SUNYAC Conference  will 

follow the NCAA Softball Rule Book.  With regards to the halted games 

rule 6 - 17, the NCAA asks that teams mutually agree to follow this rule.  

SUNYAC coaches agreed to abide by this rule in conference play and the 

championship tournament except for t he championship game.  By following 

the halted game rule, the no - game rule 6 - 18 is overruled.  

  5.  Conference game officials shall be assigned through a recognized and  

   established umpires association thoroughly familiar with NCAA Rules and 

   Modificat ions.  The use of ECAC umpires is optional, not mandatory.  

  6.  Failure to provide NCAA rated officials will result in forfeiture of  

   the games by the host team.  



   7.  No games will be played with less than two rated officials.    

    If less than two r ated officials are present:  

   a.  Traveling team will wait one hour beyond regularly scheduled  

    starting time.  

   b.  Host school will attempt to secure rated officials during this  

    waiting period.  

   c.  If no rated officials can be found, the conte st shall be   

    declared "no contest."  

   d.  The participating schools' Athletic Directors shall resolve  

    subsequent playing times and dates when a "no contest" occurs.  

   e.  If participating schools cannot agree to a solution, the   

    Commissioner  has the final say as to rescheduling the   

    "no contest."   

   8.  Tie Breaker Procedure  -  Seedings for the tournament shall be based on  

    the order of finish in the standings.  

    a.  If there is a tie(s) for any place(s) in the standings, then the  

     results of the in - season head - to - head competition shall be used  

     to break that tie.  

    b.  If two teams split their in - season games, then the committee  

     shall use the best record against highest  seeded remaining teams  

     in descending orde r.  For example: 1) If two teams are tied for  

     first, then the record vs. the #3 team would be compared.  This  

     procedure would continue 4,5,6, etc. until tie is broken.  2) If  

     two teams tied for 5th, then their record vs. the #1 team would   

     be compared.  Then 2,3, etc.  

    c.  If there is a tie among three or more teams for a place in the  

     standings, the committee shall use the overall records of the  

     tied teams against each other as the tie - breaker.  The team(s)  

     with th e best record vs. each other shall be given the higher  

     seed.  Between the remaining two teams the procedure for the two -  

     team tie - breaker shall be used.  

    d.  If there is a tie amongst three or more teams for a place in the  

     standings, and  after comparing the overall records of the tied  

     teams against each other, there still remains a three - way tie,  

     then the committee shall use the best record against the highest  

     seeded teams remaining in descending order as the tie - breaker .   

     See example b.  

    e.  If a tie still exists, then the Commissioner or his designee  

     shall use a coin toss to break the tie, with the exception of the 

     6th place position.  A play - off game will be played on the Monday 

     or Tuesday prece ding the Championship at a neutral site selected  

     by the Commissioner.

 D.  The Championship site shall be hosted by the first place team as determined  

  by in - season play.  

 E.  For information - -  The first two team SUNYAC Softball Championship was played 

  in the East in May 1984.  The first double elimination tournament was played  

  in the West in 1987.  

 F.  a.   Determination of Home Team -  The home team will bat last, occupy the  

   third - base  dugout and take the infield warm - up first(eight minute  

   warm- up).  

  b.   First Rounds and Finals -  The home team for the first round (first 3 

games) of the Championship will be the higher - seeded team. In subsequent  

games,( if to 11 games, 4 - 11) the hom e team shall be determined 

according to the following formula:  

   1.  The games committee shall designate as home team the institution  

    that has been home team the fewest times.  

   2.  If two teams have been home team an equal number of times, the  

    team that has been the visitor most often shall be designated as  

    home team.

Section 8 :  Selection of All - Conference Team  

 

 Selection of the All - Conference Team shall be determined by a mail/fax vote of the 

Conference Coaches.  It will be the responsibility of the Conference C ommissioner to 

administrate this selection process.  Procedure for selecting the All - Conference Team 

shall be as follows:  

 

A.  On Tuesday before the tournament by 12 noon the nominations with statistics 

will be submitted to the Conference Office.  The Conferen ce Office will 

compile the nominations and statistics and return them to the coaches.  The 

coaches will vote for the All Conference Team and return their votes to the 

Conference office by Wednesday, 12 noon before the tournament. The All 

Conference Team wi ll be sent back to the coaches on Wednesday for their 



nominations for the At Large position.  The coaches will then send their 

nomination for At Large to the Conference Office immediately.  The SUNYAC will  

then send the nominations back to the coaches for a vote which must be 

returned by Thursday at 4:00 p.m.  The Player of the Year, Pitcher of the 

Year, Rookie of the Year and Coach of the Year will be selected on the Monday 

after the tournament. When nominating for MVP, Rookie of the Year, coaches can  

put a short statement on form about players ability and stats will be put on 

by Conference Publicist.  A conference call will be held to discuss the 

special awards (Player of the Year, Pitcher of the Year, Rookie of the Year) 

prior to the vote on Monday.  The All Conference Team and special awardsô 

winners will be announced on the Monday after the tournament.  

B.  Each Coach shall nominate players from his/her team worthy of All - Conference 

recognition providing pertinent statistics (NFCA Statistics Form) and 

informa tion about the player.  

C.  Nominations shall be made in the following categories: outfielders, 

infielders, catchers and pitchers.  You can only nominate a player for one 

position.  

D.  The All - Conference Team shall consist of 20 players:  5 outfielders, 6 

infielder s, 2 catchers, 4 pitchers, 1 utility, 1 designated player and 1 at 

large.  

  Utility/designated player position guidelines:  Designated player=   

  play approximately 40% of the team's games in this role. Utility= play at  

  least 1/3  of the team's games at another defensive position other than  

  utility/designated player.  

  Utility/designated player position = play at least 1/3 of the 

team's games at   another position including designated player.  

This position may be utilized   as a utility position, a designated 

player position or a combination.  Each   position played must be 

listed along with the corresponding defensive stats.   

E.  In voting for the All - Conference Team, no Coach shall vote for a  member of 

his/her own team.  The players receiving the h ighest total vote in each 

category shall be selected, except that no player shall hold two berths; only 

the one in which she gets the most votes.  ( NOTE:  Each Coach must cast all 

the allotted votes in each category.)  

F.  Player of the Week and Pre - Season poll  was started in 2003.  

 G.  Chancellorôs Scholar- Athlete Award ï The member of the first or second All 

Conference Team with the highest GPA (at least 3.3) for at least three 

semesters as determined by the latest SUNYAC All Academic and Commissionerôs 

List wi ll be the recipient of this award.  

      H.    All Tournament Team -  The selection procedure, each coach will nominate 4 

players for team -  2 from own team and 2 from other teams. Rank them 1 and 2 . 

Top ten vote receivers plus one MVP, (most votes) will be on team regardless 

of position.  

  

Section 9 :  Amendments  

 

 Amendments to the Operating Code may be offered at the Annual Softball Coaches 

Meeting, or at any special meeting of the Sports Committee.  The Operating Code can be 

amended by a 2/3 vote of all th e Conference schools and submitted to the Membership Body 

for final action.  

 

Section 10 :  To Fill Vacancy on Committee  

 

 In the event the full complement of officers for the Sports Committee is not in 

office to fulfill duties, the President of the Conferen ce shall appoint a Coach from the 

sport to act for the sport through elections at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 1 :  Title  

 The Committee shall be known as the Swimming Coaches Committee.  

 

Section 2 :  Officers  

 A.  Status and Term of Office - -  

  The Swimming/Diving Coaches Committee shall consist of four members.  The 

Chair and Vice - Chair shall be selected for two years on alternate years.  The 

third member shall be the Secretary, who shall be the next Coach in 

alphabetical order by institutio n.  The fourth member of the committee shall 

be a diving coach who will represent the diving program for the championship 

meet.  

 B.   Duties --  

The Swimming/Diving Committee shall, between meetings, act with full power 

regarding any matters affecting the s wim group and make a report at the next 

regular meeting.  The Chair, or delegate, will take all action items from the 

coaches meeting to the Membership Body at the Conference Annual Meeting and at  

special meetings.  

Section 3 :  Meetings and Quorum  

 The meet ing for the championship shall be held on Wednesday at the site of the 

championship facility at 7:00 p.m.  Additional meeting time reserved to continue agenda, 

if needed, shall be arranged by the Commissioner.  The annual coaches meeting shall be 

held on t he second Monday of April at a location and site to be determined by the 

Commissioner.  The meeting will start at 11:00 a.m. (April 6, 2009).  

 

 Special meetings may be called, as needed, by the Swimming Chair with two weeks 

notice going to each institution .  

 

 Representatives, from a majority of the institutions holding membership in the 

association, shall constitute a quorum at these meetings.  2/3 vote of members present is 

required to move items to the Membership Body.  

 

Section 4 :  Conference Meets  

 A.  Of ficials  -  In all Conference Meets, a minimum of three officials to conduct  

  the meet shall be provided.  Exception :  two officials will suffice when  

  automatic electronic timing system is available.  

 B.  Result  Exchange  -  At the start of each season, a team roster and team schedule 

should be sent, or made available, to each member institution and the 

Conference Publicist.  These should be received by each college by November 1.   

The roster shall follow the following format:  

      Name (last, first)  Class  (Fr, So, etc.)   Hometown  Events  

 

  The schedule shall follow the following format:   

  Date   Opponent   Place   Time   Men/Women 

 

  If at any time during the season there is a change in either  your schedule  or 

your roster , you should inform all member in stitutions and the Conference 

Publicist of those changes immediately.  For example, if the time or place of 

a meet is changed or cancelled; if a swimmer or diver is added or dropped from  

your roster, those changes shall be sent to all member institutions 

i mmediately.  Complete, accurate, and legible meet results must  be sent or 

made available to each  member institution and must include the following: 

both names (first and last) of all swimmers and divers; all  times and scores 

of all swimmers and divers on both teams; relay splits of all your relays.   

   

 

       These times and results when received by the recorder, will be compiled  

  chronologically to compose the SUNYAC Qualifying List.  The List will be  

  forwarded to all coaches in December and Februa ry before Championship.  Each  

  Coach must submit their qualifications to date to the SUNYAC SID.  They will  



  be compiled and sent back to the coaches, and if they are wrong, the coach  

  must get back to the SUNYAC SID within five days.  (.7 was discus sed, and it  

  was agreed that the SID will assume it is included.)  Note : Relay times are  

  to be actual performed times or an aggregate of four actual performed times.  

If a Swimmer or Diverôs Name, Time, Score (to .00 sec.) does not appear on the 

List  as compiled by the SUNYAC Conference Publicist, that diver may not 

compete and the swimmer may not be entered in the Championship meet at a time 

any faster  than the SUNYAC qualifying standard as listed in the operating 

code.  If/when a coach receives his/he r List , and finds that their swimmer has  

erroneously been excluded from the List , it shall be that coach's 

responsibility to contact the SUNYAC Publicist and rectify the problem 

immediately.  Written meet verifications only  will be accepted.  No exceptions  

to this policy will be allowed.  

 C.  Records  -  The SUNYAC Publicist will be in charge of compiling and recording  

  all Conference records.  All records must be made in a 25 - yard pool while  

  representing their institution in a bona fide competition falli ng within that 

  academic year.  Three stop watches or a completely automatic electronic  

  timing system is necessary for record performances.  Electronic times are  

  recorded to the one/one hundredth of a second.  To be eligible for a   

  Conference  rec ord in meets other than the Championship or dual meets, the  

  Coach of the individual or relay team must submit in writing the names and  

  sites pertaining to the record performance.  

Section 5 :  Championships  

 A.  Date  -  The Annual State University of New  York Athletic Conference Swimming 

Championship Meet shall be a Combined M/W Meet and shall be held in February 

at a site determined by the Membership Body.  (February 11 - 14, 2009)  

 B.   Site  -  The site will be selected by the Governing Body of SUNYAC.    

  E.C.C. has been selected for 2009 (Wednesday to Saturday).  

 C.  Rules  -  The SUNYAC Championship Meet will follow the NCAA Championship Meet  

  Program and Order of Events for both Swimming and Diving events as listed in  

  the NCAA Swim Guide, Appendix J.    

 D.  Meet Committee  -  The Swim Committee shall act as the Meet Committee and will  

  have full jurisdiction of the meet operation, including protests.  

E.  Award Ceremony  -  Individuals receiving awards must be dressed in team uniforms 

(warm - ups).  NO HATS.  ( See 5Q for additional information.)  

F.  Officials  -  The judging of diving at the Conference Championships will be done 

by each school's Head Coach or Diving Coach or by a certified official .  

G.  Judging for Diving Events  ï Preliminaries :  Preliminary diving events  

shall be judged using a 5 judge alternating panel as described in the NCAA 

Rule 6 - 5.1.b.1  If there are sufficient coaches available a 7 judge 

alternating panel may be used as determined by the majority of the diving 

coaches.  In the event a judge must be  excused from the competition, that 

judge shall select a replacement from the opposite panel.  If the excused 

judge returns to the competition he or she may resume judging only at the 

beginning of the next round of diving.  

Dual confirmation will be used to  declare a failed dive.  A meet official will  

be named referee for the event.  The referee will either be scoring or non -

scoring based on the number of available coaches to judge the event.  An 

assistant referee will be selected for each panel by draw.  

Fin als :  Judging for the Diving Finals will be conducted with an 8 judge panel  

using the Reserve Judge System as described in NCAA Rule 6 - 5.1.b.2.  A meet 

official will serve as a non - scoring referee.  The 7 judge panel will consist 

of the available diving co aches.  If more than 7 coaches are available, the 

panel will be selected by draw.  

   

If a judge must be excused from the competition, the referee will select a replacement 

from the available coaches not currently on the panel or a meet official, in order o f 

priority.  If the excused judge is able to return to the competition, he or she may 

resume judging only at the beginning of the next round.  

The Assistant Referee will be selected by majority vote of the panel.  Dual 

confirmation will be used to declare a  failed dive.  

 H.    Qualifying  Times  -  Each entry in an individual Swimming event must have    

  achieved the listed time in bona fide competition or a time trial by    



  officials other than team personnel.  There will be no qualifying standards   

  for relays.  

 I.    Seeding -  When seeding the SUNYAC meet for the 800 free relay, it should be 3  

             in the first heat(prelim) and 6 in the final.

 N.  Practice Times were approved  for 4:15 p.m. each day of the Championship.  

O.  Qualifying  

A time in the 200 yard Individual Medley will be used as the qualifying time for entry 

into the 400 yard Individual Medley.  

A time in the 1000 yard Freestyle will be used as the qualifying time for the 1650 

yard Freestyle event.  

Qualifications for 400IM ï The preferred seed time is the 400IM for the SUNYAC  meet.  

The 200IM time can be used, but it will be seeded behind the 400IM times.  

Relay takeoff times may be used to qualify swimmers for the Breaststroke, Butterfly 

and  Freestyle events.  (.7 must be ad ded to each split and recorded on your meet 

result.)  Note :  Relay takeoff system will not be used due to possible consequences of 

a step - in start.  

Divers shall count as 1/3 a swimmer when calculating squad size.  It will be the 

responsibility of the head coach or diving coach to monitor the progress of the divers 

to insure that each diver is competent in performing a full list of dives for the 

diving event in which the diver is entered in the championship meet.

Championships. Fulton developed 9 All - American swimmers and saw 3 of his 

swimmers become coaches of Division I teams, 4 of SUNYAC teams. At this time, 

half of the Monroe County High School swimming coaches are his graduates. 

Fulton was inducted in to the Brockport Hall of Fame in 1986. Fulton passed 

away in 2003.  

Grace H. Mowatt Award -  Mowatt recevied her Bachelor of Science and Master of 

Science from SUNY Cortland in 1959 and 1963 respectively. She taught physical 

education at Hoover Junior High in  Kenmore, NY while working towards her 

masters. Following her 4 years at Hoover, Mowatt moved onto SUNY Oswego in 

1963. She became an associate professor of Physical Ed. And also the womenôs 

swimming and diving coach. In 1993, she retired after coaching fo r 30 years. 

While a coach at Oswego, Mowatt was awarded the SUNYAC Coach of the Year Award  

in 1992. She has continued to swim after retirement and in 1996 she won both 

the Ft. Lauderdale and Boca Raton One Mile Ocean Swim for her age group.

Section 1 :  Title  

 

 The Committee shall be known as the Women's Tennis Coaches Committee.   

 

Section 2 :  Officers  

 

 A.  Status and Term of Office --  

  The three - person Tennis Committee shall consist of the Chair, Secretary and  

  the Tournament Chair.  

 

  The Tennis Committe e will use an alphabetical  rotation by school  for election 

  of this committee:  

  Chair -  Previous year's Host College Coach  

  Tournament Chair -  Present year's Host College Coach  

  Secretary -  Next year's Host College Coach  

 

 B.   Duties --  

The Tennis C ommittee shall, between its official meetings, act on any matters 

affecting the Tennis group and make a full report at the next meeting.  The 

Chair, or designee, shall make a presentation to the Membership Body of all 

action items from the coaches meeting at the Fall Membership Body meeting.  

The Committee will also be the Tournament Committee for each SUNYAC 

Championship.  

 

Section 3 :  Meetings and Quorum  

 

 The Annual Meeting is to be held at 2:00 p.m. at the tennis facility (Eastside 

Racquet Club) on the F riday of the first day of the tournament, preceding the Seeding 

Meeting for the Conference Tournament.   

 

 Quorum will consist of having two - thirds of the colleges competing in 

Intercollegiate Tennis.  2/3 vote of members present is required to move items to the 

Membership Body.  

 

Section 4 :  Conference Play -  Shall be conducted by using Intercollegiate Tennis 

Association (ITA) Rules -  Part 5 from USTA Handbook unless modified by SUNYAC Coaches.  

 

 A.  Scoring and Procedure for Dual Play  -  In dual matches, tea ms shall play  

  doubles first -- three matches of doubles each counting one point using eight -  

  game pro set followed by six matches of singles - one point for each match -- two 

  out of three sets with regular scoring.  

 B.  Play will begin promptly at the sta ted contract time, except in unusual 

circumstances.  All warm - ups are to precede the starting time.  If a team is 

late, a 15 - minute grace period will be granted.  The home team coach should be  

notified if team will arrive late.  

 C.  All tied sets  shall be determined by  using the twelve - point tie - breaker,  at 8 

  all in doubles and 6 all in singles.  

 D.  One can of U.S.T.A. approved balls shall be provided by the host school for 

each singles and doubles match. Balls shall be the Wilson US Open, extra duty 

felt,  tennis ball.  

D.  Coaches shall exchange both singles and doubles line - ups prior to the start of 

the respective matches.  If a player is ill, injured or unable to compete 

while playing   doubles, a substitute may be used for singles following item 4F  

 

 

 

 F.  Pla yers must be ranked in order of ability.  This rule (ITA Rules, II - K4)  

  shall also apply in doubles where the strongest combination shall be in the  

  first position, and so on.  The team appearing with an insufficient number of 

  players shall default a t the bottom of the line - up (i.e., the six - player team 

  appearing with five players must default the #6 singles and the #3 doubles).   



 G.  A rest period of ten minutes shall be permitted between an individual's  

  doubles match and the beginning of her si ngles match, but such an individual  

  must be ready to start play immediately upon the ending of the ten - minute  

  rest period if her opponent is ready to play ( Penalty  forfeiture of the  

  singles match).  

 H.  A team that has accumulated five points shall  be determined the winner.  All  

  matches shall be concluded, weather and light permitting.  

 I.  Coaching is allowed at any time only by coaches (or representative) as long as 

it does not interfere with play.  

K.  Home Team shall provide practice/warm - up balls.  

L.  A Tennis Schedule has been made for the 2008 season. (see directory)  

Section 5 :  Championship Rules  

 A.  Date  

The tournament shall be held annually on Friday, Saturday and Sunday in 

October, the Friday/Saturday always being the second Saturday of the month .    

Tournament play will start at 4:00 p.m. on Friday, 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, and 

9:00 a.m. on Sunday. (October 10 - 11- 12, 2008).  

 B.  Site  

  The site shall be at a central location that has indoor facilities, and all  

  member schools will take a turn as h ost for the tournament on an alphabetical 

  schedule.  

 C.  Fee 

  A fee per school will be required to pay the rental costs of an indoor tennis 

  facility for the annual three day tournament depending on the rental cost.   

  This will be paid with annual due s and fees by the institution.  

 D.  Tournament Procedures  

  1.  The Host Tennis Coach or representative will be responsible for the  

   organization and administration of the tournament.  

  2.  The tournament shall be conducted by the Rules of the U.S.T.A., un less  

   altered by a majority vote of the Conference Tennis Coaches.  

  3.  The Conference Tournament shall consist of six flights of singles and 

three flights of doubles.  Players may compete in both singles and 

doubles. On Friday, the first round of Singl es and Doubles will be 

played.  On Saturday the Singles quarter - finals, the singles semi -

finals, and the doubles quarter - finals will be played and assigned 

courts in that order. On Sunday, the singles finals, the doubles semi -

finals, and the doubles finals  will be played and assigned courts in 

that order.  NOTE: all singles matches will precede doubles matches.  

  4.  The Conference Tennis Coaches will meet at a site provided by SUNYAC  

   Commissioner on the Friday prior to the beginning of play to select th e 

   seeded players and arrange the pairings.  The Tournament Chair will  

   preside.  Coaches should bring  scorebooks .  

Seeding Procedure -  for seeding prior to the tournament the following 

criteria will be followed: 1.) Head to head same opponent. 2) Comm on 

opponents - number of games - quality wins. 3)Overall record in Conference.  

It was recommended that the tournament administrator do the seeding 

session.  

  5.  There may be up to four singles and four doubles teams seeded in each  

   flight.  The #1 and #2 s eeds shall be placed at lines 1 and 16   

   respectively; the #3 and #4 seeds shall be drawn for lines 5 and 12.   

   Seeding will be determined by the player's current record and standing  

   in last year's tournament.  Any dispute will be decided by a ma jority  

   vote of the Coaches.  The first, second, third and fourth seeds will  

   get byes in the first round of the tournament.  

 

 

  6.  All matches will be two out of three sets with a twelve - point   

   tie - breaker being used in all sets tied at six game s all.  Regular  

   scoring will be used for the tournament.  

  7.  The winner of each match in every flight that is won by play or default 

   will receive one team point.  A player receiving a bye is not given a  

   point but shall receive two points if she  wins her next match.  No  

   points are awarded if she loses.  



  8.  All matches will be scheduled at a definite time.  Players, who are not 

   ready to play within ten minutes after their match is scheduled or act  

   in a way that is not in the best inter est of the game, may be defaulted 

   by the referee who shall be provided by the Conference.  

  9.  The Conference Champion shall be the team accumulating the greatest  

   number of points in all flights.  If point totals result in a tie, a  

   Co- Championsh ip shall be declared.  

  10.  Each school will provide ten cans of the Wilson US Open Extra Duty Felt 

Tennis Ball.  

  11.  The order of play with a team shall be according to the current order  

    of merit and ability of the competitors and shall not be arran ged  

    according to the wishes or desires of a Coach.  In the SUNYAC Tennis  

    Championship, when a team forfeits a position in any flight, only that  

    position remains vacant.  Players do not have to move up as in dual  

    matches.  

  12.  Coaching is allowed at the end of a set only, due to limited access to  

    the indoor courts.  

  13.  The Tournament Committee will consist of the three member Tennis 

Committee selected by the Tennis Coaches annually.  If a Tournament 

Committee memberôs team is involved in a decision that member shall 

excuse themselves from the committee and a replacement will be appointed  

by the Chair of the Tennis Committee.  

  14.  The Conference shall make arrangements for a trainer to be 

present at      tournaments.  

  15.  One umpi re will be hired to assist Tournament Committee.  

  16.  A dinner will be held for all athletes and coaches on Friday starting at 

8:00 p.m. (or after the last matches on Friday).  

Section 6 :  Awards  

 

 A.  A Team Championship Trophy and ten Championship Team Ce rtificates shall be  

  awarded to the winning team, and medals shall be awarded to the winners and  

  runners - up of all flights, both in singles and doubles.  

 B.  A Coach of the Year award shall be presented.  Selection will take place at 

the conclusion of the Championship by using the following method:  

  1.  Points are awarded for the place finish in current year.(ex.,  

   10 for first, on down to 1 for last).  

  2.  One point is added for each place the team moves up from previous year  

   finish.  

     3.    I n case of a tie, the highest place finish in the current meet wins.  

     4.    No Coach may repeat in a two - year period.

With the exception of Soccer, Basketball, Ice Hockey, Swimming, Tennis, and Indoor Track 

Tournaments, the host institution decides if tickets are to be sold.  The ticket prices 

for tournaments sponsored by the SUNYAC are usually $2.00 for students and $5.00 for 

adults.  If school charges more than $5.00 for regular season admi ssions, the regular 

season price will be charged ($5.00 for adults at SUNYAC basketball tournament (finals and 

semi - finals ï 4 games) and $2.00 for students).   

 

L.  Competition/Tournament Schedule  (Passed 5/81)  

When a Conference school has approval to wit hdraw from the Conference Schedule of 

Tournaments, the next school in its division (in line) will be named or be offered the 

opportunity to take their place as host of the specific tournament.  Subsequently, down 

the line, each school in their own division  has the opportunity to host the tournament; 

and whichever school exercises the option to replace them, they flip - flop the date of the 

tournament scheduled.  

M.  Post - Season Revenue Split (NCAA/ECAC)  

Any State University of New York Athletic Conference team  that participates in any 

NCAA/ECAC post - season game is to be assessed 20% of the amount received above the 

allowable official team and coaches expenses.  The revenue will be forwarded to the 

Conference Commissioner to be deposited in the SUNYAC account.  

 

N.  Film/Video Tape  

No videotaping/filming of Conference Championship contests outside of Tournament 

Management shall occur without the permission of the Commissioner.  

 

O.  Fund Raising  

As an incentive, 25% compensation of money brought in is to be paid t o the Commissioner 

for fund - raising projects.  



 

 

P.  Host for NCAA National Championship  

Conference policy was adopted authorizing up to $200.00 maximum support for SUNYAC co -

sponsorship of a hospitality room at Conference schools at the time of their hosti ng of 

NCAA National Championships.  For hosting a National Championship Finals , Tournament Host 

shall receive $500.00.  Athletic Director must request this money for hosting a Regional 

or National Final.  

 

 

 

Q.  Tournament Allowances  

 Host pays all expenses  up to $2,500.  Participating teams share cost after $2,500 for the 

following Championships: Baseball,  Basketball, Ice Hockey, Soccer, Softball, Lacrosse, 

Outdoor Track, Indoor Track and Volleyball.

STATE UNIVERSITY OF NEW YORK ATHLETIC CONFERENCE 

1958 - 59 through 2007 - 08 

 

 The Conference remained in its evolutionary stage for a long time.  The see d was planted 

during the late forties and fifties by persons who were intimately connected with athletics in 

the SUNY system, and germinated at a meeting in Brubaker Hall on the Albany campus on January 

12, 1958.  Representatives from Albany, Harpur, New P altz, Oneonta and Plattsburgh were in 

attendance at that meeting, and these representatives succeeded in selecting a name, drafting 

a constitution and setting a date for an organizational meeting.  On Sunday, May 18, 1958, 

representatives from eight instit utions met again at Brubaker Hall for the organizational 

meeting and adopted a name for the Conference and ratified the proposed constitution.  

However, the machinery to cope with the new Conference (e.g., officers, etc.) was not 

completed until a second m eeting which was held at Cortland State Teachers College campus on 

September 19, 1958.  The latter two meetings marked the birth of the New York State 

Intercollegiate Athletic Conference, which later was re - designated the State University of New 

York Athle tic Conference (SUNYAC) in 1963.  

 

 The primary idea for the formation of the Conference was based on an athletic 

affiliation among New York colleges, but the original constitution indicates the purpose of 

the Conference to be as follows:  

 

 1.  To facilitate  the organization and administration of a program of intercollegiate sports 

among member colleges.  

 2.  To foster a closer and more wholesome athletic relationship among the member colleges.  

 3.  To strengthen the physical and educational programs of the me mber colleges.  

 4.  To give college students laboratory experience in working out the philosophy, 

organization and administration of a sports program.  

 5.  To encourage student interest and participation in a greater variety of sports 

activities for men, i ncluding play - days and such courses as badminton and table tennis.  

 6.  To serve the public schools as:  

  a.  a model inter - school athletic organization,  

  b.  a source of information and inspiration in regard to the aims and  

 values of physical education i n the life of our pupils and people,  

  c.  a clearing house for athletic problems,  

  d.  and a liaison between individual colleges and public schools.  

However, during the early years, the members of the Conference found that their business 

constantly deal t with the first three statements listed under the purpose and in 1963 revised 

the Constitution to meet these needs.  At the 1974 - 75 Annual Meeting, the membership decided 

to concentrate entirely on inter - collegiates and once again revised the Constitution .  Since 

then the sole purpose of the Conference has been to develop, facilitate and regulate the 

organization and administration of a program of intercollegiate sports among member colleges.  

The changes in the purpose not only altered the membership body  but also the structure of 

governance.  Originally, the organization consisted of two distinct groups.  These were:  (1) 

the Advisory Council, and (2) the Officers.  The Advisory Council was the membership body 

which consisted of Presidents, Athletic Direc tors, Coaches and duly appointed representatives 

of member colleges.  The Officers consisted of the President, Vice - President and a 

Secretary/Treasurer who were responsible for giving leadership and guidance to the Conference.  

The Executive Committee was conceived in 1963, and the Advisory Council was expanded in 1971 

to include faculty.  The Executive Committee was composed of the three Officers, the Immediate 

Past President, and two At - Large Members representing the Faculty, Coaches or Athletic  

Director s.  This Committee took over the responsibility of giving leadership and guidance to 

the Conference.  From 1975 to 1979, the Conference was governed by a membership body which 

consists of the Athletic Director of each member institution from which the Offi cers (i.e., 

President, President - Elect and Treasurer) were elected.  In the 1979 - 80 year, a Commissioner 

was appointed by the Membership Body.(Dr. Patrick R. Damore)  

 

 During the December 13, 1982 Annual Meeting the following SUNYAC institutions sponsoring  

women's competition joined the Conference -- Albany, Binghamton, Brockport, University of 



Buffalo, Buffalo State, Fredonia, Geneseo, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh and Potsdam.  The 

Conference organization was changed to include a women's division, a men's di vision and a 

governance body composed of representatives from each institution.  A new Constitution was 

drafted and approved at the Annual SUNYAC Meeting held on May 9, 1983 at Holiday Inn, 

Horseheads, NY.  The new organization calls for a President, Presi dent - Elect, Commissioner and 

Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee will be composed of the President, President -

Elect, Past - President, a representative from each of the Women's and Men's competitive body 

and the Commissioner as Ex - Officio.  In 2003  the conference reorganized the governing 

structure and eliminated the menôs and womenôs division to become one administrative group.  

The executive committee has the President, President - Elect, the Past President, the Conference 

Senior Woman Administrator , a member of the governing body At Large, and a FAR Representative. 

The Commissioner as an Ex - Officio member.  

 

 In regards to the Officers of the Conference, there have been thirty - five different 

Presidents of the Conference with Mr. Merlin Hathaway of Al bany being the first and Ms. Jessie 

Godfrey, (Binghamton) being the first Woman President.  In between their terms, the office was 

occupied for a two - year period by each of the following people:  Dr. Robert Weber (Cortland), 

Dr. Sam Molnar (Potsdam), Mr. G ardner Wells (Oswego), Mr. Joseph Jastrab (Plattsburgh), Mr. A. 

Huntley Parker (Brockport), Dr. Robert Weber (Cortland). Dr. John Glinski (Oswego), Dr. Daniel 

Mullin (Geneseo), Dr.  Patrick Damore (Fredonia), Mr. Robert Riedel (Geneseo), Mr. Robert 

Kreidle r (Binghamton), and Mr. Howard MacAdam (Buffalo State).  One year terms started in 

1984 - 85, Ms. Jessie Godfrey (Binghamton), Dr. John Spring (Oswego), Patricia Rogers (Albany), 

Edwin Muto [5/87 - 8/87] (SUNY Buffalo). Dr. Dolores Bogard (Cortland), Steve Erb er 

(Binghamton), Carol Blazina (Oneonta). Fred Hartrick (Buffalo State), Jo Meadows (Oswego), Lee 

Roberts (Cortland), Phoebe Sturm (Plattsburgh), Peter Luguri (Plattsburgh), Marilyn Moore 

(Geneseo),  Tom Prevet (Fredonia), Dr. Gail Maloney (Buffalo State),  James Klein (Utica/Rome), 

Susan Hoffman (Brockport), James Zalacca (Potsdam), Tracey Ranieri (Oneonta), Peter Luguri 

(Plattsburgh), Linda Case (Brockport), Greg Prechtl (Fredonia), Kevin Grimmer (SUNYIT),  

Joan Sitterly, (Cortland), and Stuart Robinson (N ew Paltz). Dr. Robert Weber (Cortland)and 

Peter Luguri (Plattsburgh) are the only persons elected to this office for a second term.  

Since the person who was elected to the office of Vice - President always became the next 

President, the title of office was officially changed to President - Elect in 1973 - 74.  The 

office of the Secretary/Treasurer was a dual office for the first fifteen years with one 

person being elected to this office.  In the year 1973 - 74 the offices were separated with the 

Treasurer being el ected and the Secretary being appointed by the President.  Starting in 1979 -

80, a Commissioner was appointed; and during the 1980 - 81 year, the Commissioner assumed both 

offices.  A chronological listing of the officers, their institutions and tenure of off ice is 

listed in this section of the handbook.  

 

 Any college with membership in ECAC in New York State was eligible for membership in 

NYSIAC.  However, membership in SUNYAC has been limited to four - year colleges or universities 

in the State University of N ew York system that met the condition of membership and the 

prerequisites for membership.  Playing membership (i.e., member colleges which compete in a 

sport at the intercollegiate level will compete in the Conference playing schedule and 

tournaments for t hat sport) has always been a condition of membership, and membership in the 

Eastern College Athletic Conference and the National Collegiate Athletic Association were 

prerequisites.  The requirement to hold membership in the ECAC was eliminated in the 1983 - 84 

Constitution.  The latter became a prerequisite during 1965, and since then prerequisites for 

membership have constantly changed to conform to the reorganizations that have occurred within 

the organizations.  The most recent change for membership requir es each institution to be a 

member of the NCAA and to operate within the mandates of Division III as established by the 

NCAA.  Charter members in the Conference include the State University of New York Teachers 

Colleges at Brockport, Buffalo, Cortland, New  Paltz, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh and Potsdam.  

The College at Albany was the only other SUNY institution represented.  (1985) the membership 

included the men and women from thirteen SUNY institutions (women joined in December 1982).  

They are the Arts and Science Colleges at Brockport, Buffalo State, Cortland, Fredonia, 

Geneseo, New Paltz, Oneonta, Oswego, Plattsburgh and Potsdam; and the University Centers at  

Albany, Binghamton and Buffalo.  Geneseo and Fredonia joined during the second year of the 

Conference, with the Universities at Binghamton and Buffalo becoming members in 1973 - 74 and 

1978 - 79 respectively.  The University of Albany took leave from the Conference for eight years 

(i.e., 1963 - 64 through 1970 - 71), and Buffalo State did likewise during the years 1974 - 75 

through 1977 - 78.  New Paltz, a charter member, withdrew from the Conference June 30, 1979 and 

rejoined in June 1984.  SUNY Albany and SUNY Buffalo withdrew from the Conference in June 



1987.  SUNY Utica/Rome Joined the Conference in 1991.  Binghamton University withdrew from the 

Conference June 30, 1997.  SUNY Utica/Rome has changed from an upper division to a four year 

program and has changed its name to SUNY Institution of Technology (SUNYIT).(2002). In 2007, 

SUNYIT withdrew from the Conf erence. The 2007 - 08 Conference now consists of ten members.   

 

 Although the first Conference activity centered around Basketball, competition in other 

sports increased rapidly.  Tennis entered Conference competition by holding its first 

tournament in the Spring of 1959, and in the Fall of 1959 Soccer became the first sport to 

schedule inter - Conference competition.  Presently, the Conference members compete in  

twenty - one sports which include Cross Country (M/W), Soccer (M/W), Baseball (M), Tennis (W), 

Fiel d Hockey (W), and Volleyball (W) in the Fall; Basketball (M/W), Ice Hockey (M), Swimming 

(M/W) and Indoor Track and Field (M/W) in the Winter; Outdoor Track and Field (M/W), Softball 

(W), Lacrosse (M/W) and Baseball (M) in the Spring.  Men's Lacrosse was a dded in 1999 and 

Women's Field Hockey in 2000.Championships have been determined in all sports either by inter -

Conference play or tournament competition.  The latter method was used to determine the first 

SUNYAC Champion, which was in Basketball, and this sport continues to determine its champion 

by tournament competition.  Tournament competition has also been used to determine the 

following Championships:  Baseball (Spring 1960), Cross Country (Fall 1963), Golf (Spring 

1960), Swimming (Winter 1962 - 63), Ten nis (Spring 1959), Softball (Spring 1984), Track and 

Field (Spring 1968), Soccer (Fall 1976), Wrestling (Winter 1961 - 62), Hockey (Winter 1984 - 85), 

Womenôs Lacrosse (1996- 97), and Menôs Lacrosse (2001). Conference play is used to determine a 

Champion in Fie ld Hockey (W) (2000).  Note :  Dates in brackets indicate the season that the 

Championship was first awarded via this type of competition.  Since 1983 - 84 the Women have 

competed in Cross Country, Soccer, Swimming, Basketball, Indoor and Outdoor Track, Softb all 

and Volleyball.  Tennis was added in 1984 - 85.  Lacrosse in 1997 and Field Hockey in 2000.  

 

 Team trophies have been awarded to the team winning first place in a Conference -

sponsored league or tournament.  Medals have been awarded in the sports of Cross  Country, 

Swimming, Tennis, Track and Field, and Wrestling.  Certificates have been awarded to 

Conference Championship Teams as well as to the All - Conference teams in Baseball, Basketball,  

Cross Country, Field Hockey, Ice Hockey, Lacrosse, Softball, Socce r, Swimming, Tennis, and 

Track.  In addition to the above awards, two additional awards have been presented:  the All 

Sports Award (i.e., the Governor's Cup) and the Scholar - Athlete Award.  The Governor's Cup was 

given to the school that accumulated the gr eatest number of points for the college year in the 

sports conducted by the Conference.  The award was first given in 1965 - 66 and was presented 

annually through 1975 - 76.  The Governor's Cup was discontinued after the 1975 - 76 season.   

The Scholar - Athlete A ward has been given every year since 1967 - 68 but under various titles.  

It was called the Chancellor's Scholar - Athlete Award from 1967 - 78 through 1974 - 75.  During the 

1975 - 76 and 1976 - 77 years, it was called the SUNYAC Scholar - Athlete Award, and in 1977 - 78 

became the Dr. Sam Molnar SUNYAC Scholar - Athlete of the Year Award (Men).  The SUNYAC Scholar -

Athlete Award (Women) became the Dr. Dolores Bogard Award in 1993 - 94. The Chancellor Scholar 

Athlete Award was initiated in 2003 - 04 and is presented to a student - athlete selected from the 

All Conference Team (1 st  or 2 nd) for each sport. The student with the highest GPA (over 3.3 for 

at least 3 semesters) from the All Conference Team for each sport is selected for this award.  

In 1980, the SUNYAC Distinguished Serv ice Award was initiated and has been awarded each year.  

Starting in 2000, the Distinguished Service Award was named the Dr. Patrick R. Damore 

Distinguished Service Award.  A listing of all Conference awards (i.e., All Sports, Scholar -

Athlete, Team Champio ns, and if applicable, Coach of the Year) are listed under Tournament 

Information in this Handbook.  The SUNYAC Men's and Women's All - Academic Team was initiated in 

September 1989.  In 1991 - 92 the Commissioner's List was initiated.  In 1996 - 97 the 

Commissi oner's Cup was awarded for the first time for overall athletic excellence and in 2002 

the Award of Valor was started.  During the 2007 - 08 academic year, the conference celebrated 

49 years of athletic excellence.  

 

 This review concludes with a synopsis of e ach of the sports that the Conference members 

have had competition in throughout the existence of the Conference.  

 

BASEBALL (Men)  

 Competition in Baseball began during the Spring of 1960 with Cortland its first winner.  

Tournament competition was used thro ugh the 1963 - 64 season to determine the Champion, but 

beginning with the 1964 - 65 season various methods of inter - Conference play have been used to 

determine the Division or Conference Championship team(s).  During the 1980 - 81 season, the 

Championship was a gain determined by a tournament.  In 1981 - 82, a tournament was started with 



the winner of the East playing the winner of the West for the Championship at the West site.  

In 1970 - 71, Baseball became the first so - called "Spring" sport to compete in the Fall.   

Presently, only Spring competition counts toward the Conference Championship.  In the forty -

six years of competition, seven institutions have won the Baseball Championship.  Cortland 

leads the list with twenty - six (twenty - four solo/one divisional/one co - divisional) 

Championships.  The other institutions, in descending order of Championship wins, are:  Oswego 

has eleven (ten solo/one divisional), Oneonta has six (five solo/one co - divisional), Brockport 

has four (three solo/one divisional), Albany has two, SUNY Buffalo and Fredonia have one 

championship.  Cortland won the 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, and 2003 titles.  Brockport won 

the 2004 Championship. Cortland won the 2005, 2006, 2007, and 2008 Championships.  

 

BASKETBALL (Men)  

 Basketball was the first s port to acknowledge a Championship Team within SUNYAC 

(Cortland 1959). In 1971 - 72, Buffalo State was the first Conference team to receive an NCAA 

bid for post - season tournament competition.  The first Conference tournament was held at 

Oswego (1958 - 59), and  tournament competition was used through the 1963 - 64 season to determine 

the winner.  However, since that season, various methods of inter - Conference play have been 

used to determine the Champion.  During the 1979 - 80 season, a tournament between the first and 

second place division winners was used to determine the Champion.  In 1992 - 93 eight teams were 

invited to compete (four West/four East) to determine the Champion.  Ten institutions have won 

the Basketball Championship in the forty - six years of competit ion. The breakdown of the 

champions by schools is:  Buffalo State has seventeen (sixteen solo/one co - champ), Potsdam has 

eleven (eight solo/two co - champs/one tri - champ), Cortland has four (three solo/one co - champ), 

Brockport has six (five solo/one co - champ), Oswego has four, Albany has three (one solo/one 

co - champ/one tri - champ), Plattsburgh has five (four solo/one tri - champ), SUNY Buffalo and 

Geneseo have two. Fredonia has one.  Buffalo State won the 1995, 1996, 1997, and 2003 

Championships.  Geneseo won t he 1998 and 1999 titles, Cortland the 2000 title, and Brockport 

the 2001 and 2002 titles.  Buffalo State won the 2003 title and Potsdam won the 2004 and 2005 

Championships. Plattsburgh won the 2006, 2007, and 2008 titles.  

 

BASKETBALL (Women) 

 The first Con ference Championship was held at Buffalo State between Buffalo State and 

Oneonta State.  Buffalo State won the first Women's Championship on February 25, 1984.  The 

second Championship was played at Albany and was also won by Buffalo State in 1985.  Buffal o 

State also won the 1986, 1987, 1988, 1990, 1991 and 1994 Championships.  Geneseo won the 1993, 

1995, and 1996 Championships.  In 1997 Binghamton won the crown.  In 1998, Oneonta won the 

title.  Cortland won the 1989 and 1992 Championships.  In 1999 and 2 000, Cortland won the 

Championship and in 2001, Oneonta won the crown.  Buffalo State won the 2002 Championship and 

Brockport won the 2003 title.  In 2004 Cortland won the Championship and Brockport won the 

title in 2005. Oswego won the 2006 Championship, Cortland was the 2007 Champion, and Brockport 

won in 2008.  

 

CROSS COUNTRY (Men)  

 Brockport was the winner of the first Cross Country Championship during the Fall of 

1963, and tournament competition has always been used as the method to decide the Conferenc e 

winner.  Six institutions have won the Cross Country Championship in the thirty - eight years of 

competition.  Fredonia has won eight Championships.  Albany won five Championships, Cortland 

has won twelve, Brockport won four, Plattsburgh has won five, Buff alo State won three and 

Geneseo eight.  Plattsburgh won the 1995 and 1997 titles.  Cortland won in 1996, 1998, and in 

1999, and in 2006. Geneseo won in 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, and 2005.Cortland won in 2006, 

and 2007.  

 

CROSS COUNTRY (Women) 

 SUNY Bing hamton won the first Women's Championship held at SUNY Buffalo on October 15, 

1983.  Cortland won the 1984, 1985, 1986, 1987, 1988, 1989 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995, 

1996, 1997 and 1998 Championships.  Plattsburgh won in 1999 and Geneseo in 2000, 20 01, 2002, 

2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, and 2007  

 

FIELD HOCKEY (Women) 

 The first Championship in Field Hockey was won by Cortland State in 1984 - 85.  League 

play was used to determine the Championship.  Cortland also won the 1985 - 86 and 1986 - 87 

Championships.  F ield Hockey was terminated as a Conference sport in May 1987.  It became a 



conference sport once again in 2000 with Cortland winning the Championship.  Cortland also won 

the 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, and 2007 titles.  

GOLF (Men)  

 Golf began compet ition during the Spring of 1960 and has always used tournament 

competition to decide the Champion.  Golf is another of the Spring sports that decided to 

compete in the Fall and held the first Fall tournament during the 1972 season.  Although 

Cortland was t he first Golf Champion, Oswego has dominated the twenty - one years of tournament 

competition by winning twelve of the Championships.  The other eight tournaments were won by 

the following schools:  Cortland four, Plattsburgh two, and Albany, Brockport and S UNY Buffalo 

one each.  Golf was dropped as a conference sport in June 1980.  

ICE HOCKEY (Men)  

  SUNYAC Ice Hockey began inter - Conference play during the 1977 - 78 year. Domination thus 

far has been achieved by Plattsburgh.  Plattsburgh has won Ice Hockey seve nteen times and were 

Co- Champions in 1981 - 82.  Oswego has won the Ice Hockey Championships six times and were Co -

Champions in 1981 - 82. Geneseo has won three titles.  Fredonia has won three times, and Potsdam 

once.  Tournament play was started in 1985 with Plattsburgh the winner, and in 1986 Geneseo 

was the winner.  In 1987, 1988, 1990, 1992, and 1993, Plattsburgh won the Championship; Oswego 

won in 1989, 1991, and 2003.  In 1994, 1995, and 2007 Fredonia won the title.  In 1996 Potsdam 

won their first Champi onship. In 1997, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002 and 2004 Plattsburgh has 

won the crown.  In 2003 Oswego won the title and in 2005 & 2006 Geneseo won the championships.  

In 2007 Fredonia won the Championship, and 2008, Plattsburgh won the title.  

LACROSSE (Men)  

 Cortland has dominated Lacrosse winning the Championship twelve times and Geneseo twice.  

Lacrosse was dropped as a Conference sport in June 1987.  Men's Lacrosse once again become a 

conference sport in the 2000 season.  Cortland won the 2000, 2001, 2002  and 2003 titles.  

Geneseo won the 2004 and 2007 Championships and Cortland won again in 2005 and 2006.Geneseo 

won the 2007 Championship, and Cortland won the Championship.  

 

 

LACROSSE (Women) 

 Cortland won the first - ever Championship in April 1997.  Oneont a won the 1998 title.  

Cortland won the 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 2007, and 2008 titles.  

SOCCER (Men)  

 Soccer competition began in the Fall of the second year of the Conference and has always 

determined its Champion via Inter - Conferen ce play.  Tournament play was first used in 1976 - 77 

to determine the Championship.  Ten institutions have won the Soccer Championship during the 

forty years of play.  Cortland, the first winner, has fifteen solo and one tri - champ, 

Binghamton has won six (f ive solo, one co - champ), Brockport has six solo, three co - champs and 

one tri - champ.  Oneonta has five (two solo, two co - champs and one tri - champ), Fredonia seven 

(six solo, one co - champ), Buffalo State two (one solo and one co - champ, and Geneseo two solo.  

Plattsburgh has won five; New Paltz and Oswego have won one each.  Starting in 1990 the 

Champion was determined by seasonal play only without a post - season tournament.  In 1993 

Cortland was the winner, and in 1994 Plattsburgh.  In 1995, 1996, and 1997 Fre donia won the 

crown.  A four - team tournament was held once again in 1998.  Fredonia and Plattsburgh were co -

champions in 1998 and Plattsburgh won the title in 1999 and 2000.  Cortland won the 2001, 2002 

and 2003 Championships with Geneseo winning their fir st title in 2004. In 2005 Plattsburgh won 

the crown. In 2006, Geneseo won their second title, and in 2007 Fredonia won the Championship  

 

 

 

 

SOCCER (Women) 

 The first Women's Soccer Championship was held at SUNY Albany on October 29, 1983 

between Albany and  Brockport.  Brockport won the first Soccer Championship.  Cortland won the 

second tournament played at University of Buffalo between Buffalo State and Cortland in 1984.  

Cortland defeated Geneseo for the 1985 Championship and the University at Buffalo for  the 1986 

Championship.  In 1987 Geneseo won the Championship.  In 1988, 1989, 1990 and 1991, Cortland 

won the Championship.  A four - team post - season single elimination tournament was used to 

determine the Championship until 1994.

In 1997, Oneonta won the 

title.  Starting in 1998, a four - team  tournament was once again started to determine the 



Championship.  In 1998, Plattsburgh won the title and Oneonta won in 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 

2003, 2004, 2005, and Brockport won their second title in 2006.Oneonta won the title in 2007.  

SOFTBALL (Women) 

 The first Women's Softball Championship was held at SUNY Binghamton on Saturday, May 5, 

1984 between Binghamton and Buffalo State.  Buffalo State won the first Women's Championship.  

At University at Buffalo in 1985, University at Buffalo won the second W omen's Championship 

over Cortland.  The third Women's Championship was won by Cortland in 1986, and in 1987 

Brockport won the first double elimination Championship.  In 1988 Cortland won the 

Championship, and in 1989 Brockport won the crown.  In the 1990 t ournament Cortland won, and 

in 1991 Brockport won the Championship.  Cortland won the 1992 tournament played at Cortland. 

In 1993 and 1994 Brockport won, and in 1995 Binghamton won the title.  In 1996 Buffalo State 

won the Championship, and in 1997 Brockpo rt won the title.  In 1998, Cortland won the 

Championship.  Oneonta won the 1999 title for the first time and Buffalo State won the title 

in 2000.  Oneonta won the crown in 2001.  Geneseo won the title for the first time in 2002.

SWIMMING/DIVING (Men)  

 Swimming/Diving has always used tournament competition to determine the Conference 

winner, and Brockport won the first Championship in 1962 - 63.  In the forty - two years of 

competition, nine institutions have won the Championships.  Geneseo has won sixteen 

Championships and Cortland six Championships.  Buffalo Stat e and Oneonta each have won five 

Championships.  Potsdam has won four Championships, Brockport three.  Binghamton, Fredonia, 

and New Paltz have won two, and University at Buffalo won once.  Geneseo was the 1990, 1991 

and 1992 Champion with Cortland winning  the 1993 crown.  Binghamton won their first crown in 

1994.  Geneseo won the 1995 Championship, and Binghamton was the 1996 winner.  Geneseo won the 

title in 1997.  Cortland won the 1998 title.  Geneseo won the 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 2003, 

2004, 2005, 200 6, 2007, and 2008 Championships.  

 

SWIMMING/DIVING (Women) 

 The first Women's Swimming/Diving Championship was held at Geneseo on February 23 - 28, 

1984 with Potsdam State winning the first Women's Championship.  The second Women's 

Championship was won by Cor tland in 1985 at Oswego.  Cortland also won the third Annual 

Championship held at Binghamton in 1986.  The University at Buffalo won the 1987 Championship 

at the U.B. Pool, and in 1988 and 1989 Cortland won the Championships.  Geneseo has won the 

Champions hip in 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995, 1996, 1997, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002,  

2003 and 2004. Oswego won the 2005, 2006, and 2007 titles. Geneseo won in 2008.  

 

TENNIS (Men)  

 Tennis competition began during the first year of the Conference with Cortl and and New 

Paltz sharing the Championship.  The tournaments were first held in the Spring but were 

changed to the Fall beginning with the 1972 season, and the Champion has always been decided 

by tournament competition.  Eight institutions have won at leas t one Championship in the 

thirty - one years of competition (one tournament cancelled) -  Albany has ten wins (nine solo and 

one co - champ), Oneonta has eight (seven solo and one co - champ), New Paltz won four (three solo 

and one co - champ). Binghamton has four, Cortland has three (two solo and one co - champ).  

Brockport, Buffalo State and University at Buffalo have one each.  Men's Tennis was dropped as 

a Conference sport in June 1989.  

 

 

TENNIS (Women) 

 The first Tennis Championship was held in 1984 - 85 with Bingha mton winning the 

Championship.  Binghamton also won in 1985 - 86.  Cortland won the third Championship in 1986 -

87.  In 1987, 1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995 and 1996 Binghamton won the 

Championship.  In 1997, Cortland won the title.  In 1998, Geneseo won the Championship for the 

first time and, in 1999 and 2000 Cortland won the title.  Geneseo won the 2001 Championship 

and New Paltz won the 2002 title.  Cortland won the 2003, 2004, and 2005 titles.New Paltz won 

the 2006, and 2007 titles.  

TRACK AND FIELD  (Men)  

 The competition in Outdoor Track and Field  began during the Spring of 1967 and has 

always used a tournament to determine the Champion.  In the forty - two years of competition 

(the 1969 - 70 tournament was cancelled), Brockport, Cortland, Fred onia, and Geneseo have won 

forty of the forty - two Championships and Buffalo State, Plattsburgh one each.  Brockport and 



Cortland dominated the first seven Championships, and Fredonia won twenty - two. Cortland has 

won eight times, and Brockport four times, G eneseo two times, and Plattsburgh, Buffalo State 

have won once. Fredonia won the 2000 title and Cortland the 2001 and 2002 crown.  Geneseo won 

the 2003 title.  Cortland won the 2004 and 2005 Championships. Geneseo won the 2006 title. 

Cortland won the 2007,  and 2008 titles.  

   Indoor Track and Field  started in 1980 - 81 with Fredonia winning the inaugural event.  

Cortland was the 1981 - 82 Champion and Fredonia the 1982 - 83, 1983 - 84, 1984 - 85, 1985 - 86 and 

1986 - 87 Champion.  Brockport won the 1987 - 88 Championship a nd Fredonia the 1988 - 89, 1989 - 90, 

1990 - 91, 1991 - 92, 1992 - 93, 1993 - 94, 1994 - 95, and 1995 - 96 Championships.  Cortland won in 1996 -

97, with Fredonia winning in 1997 - 98.  Cortland won in 1998 - 99, and Fredonia in 1999 - 2000. 

Geneseo won the 2001, 2002 and 2003 C hampionships.  Cortland won the 2004 title and Geneseo 

the 2005 and 2006 crowns. Cortland won the 2007, and 2008 titles.  

TRACK AND FIELD (Women) 

 The first Outdoor Track and Field  Championship for Women was held on Saturday, April 28, 

1984 at Brockport wi th Geneseo winning the first Outdoor Championship.  Cortland won the 

Outdoor Championship during the 1984 - 85 and 1985 - 86 seasons.  Fredonia won in 1988, and 1989.  

In 1990, Cortland won the crown in Outdoor Track.  In 1991, Binghamton won the Championship.   

In 1992 and 1993 Cortland won the Outdoor Championships.  Fredonia won in 1994.  In 1995 

Cortland won the title.  In 1996, Geneseo won.  Fredonia won the title in 1997.  In 1998, 

1999, 2000, 2001, and 2002 Cortland won the Outdoor Championships.  In 2003 , 2004, 2005, and 

2006, Geneseo won the titles. Cortland one the 2007 title, and Geneseo the 2008 Crown.  

 The first Women's Indoor Track and Field  Championship was held at Plattsburgh State on 

March 10, 1984.  Geneseo State won the first Championship.  Cor tland won the Championship in 

1984 - 85 and 1985 - 86.  The University at Buffalo won in 1987.  Fredonia won the 1988 

Championship, and in 1989, 1990, 1991, 1992 and 1993 Cortland won.  In 1994 Geneseo won the

 The first Women's Volleyball Tournament was held  at Cortland State on November 2, 1984.  

SUNY Albany won the first Championship.  The Second Annual Tournament was held at Brockport on 

November 2, 1985 with Cortland winning the Championship.  Albany was the site for the 1986 

Championship with Cortland on ce again winning the Championship.  In 1987, 1988, and 1989 

Cortland again won the Championship.  In 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, and 1994, Brockport won the 

crown.  In 1995 Binghamton won the Championship, and in 1996, 1997, 1998, 1999, 2000, and 2001 

Cortland  won the title.  In 2002 Oneonta won the Championship and in 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006, 

and 2007 Cortland won the titles.  

WRESTLING (Men)  

 Wrestling awarded its first Championship in 1960 - 61 to Cortland and has always used 

tournament competition to determine the Champion.  In 1978 - 79 Wrestling became the second 

SUNYAC sport to have its Championship Team (Cortland) receive an NCAA bid for post - season 

tournament competition.  Five institutions have won Championships.  Brockport has won the 

Championship sixteen t imes, Cortland seven, Oswego six, and Potsdam and the University at 

Buffalo once.  Brockport won the 1989, 1990 and 1991 Championships.  Wrestling was dropped as
